testants to a minimum-
The resolution was introduced by Professor E K Hall of Dartmouth-

and adopted after three hours of acrimonious discussion It follows
That the football rules committee of

this association be instructed to use ev¬

ery possible endeavor to bring about such-
a modification of the rules as in their
judgment shall tend to reduce to a min-
imum

the danger of physical injury to
players and at the same time retain as
far as possible the most desirable and
wholesome features of the game

Only three votes were registered against
the resolution but nearly every college in
the west had something to say concern-
ing it-

Prof Alonzo A Stagg of the Univer-
SIty of Chicago made a motion that would
prohibit all officials of a football game
including umpires referees and partici-
pants

after the game Stagg made a strong ap-
