Fantastic and Even Weird Are

Collection of Things
Found There

ALL PRISONERS SEARCHED

NOTHING IS OVERLOOKED BY

MAN AT LITTLE WICKET

With its queer collection of the com-
mon

¬

and uncommon all gathered from
the capacious pockets of the hundreds-
of human derelicts who float through-
the police station the desk sergeants
room at headquarters outvies even

The Old Curiosity Shop of Dickens
taleStrange and often fantastic and even
weird is the array of curios removed
from the prisoners and stowed away in
boxes and drawers awaiting the cul ¬

prits or delinquents return to freedom
During the year hundreds appear at

the little wicket of the sergeants desk-
to be searched and booked In police
parlance the searching is dubbed
frisking and whether the prisoner be

a clever crook or simple vagabond or
plain drunk nothing about his cloth ¬

ing is overlooked His pockets are
emptied and his clothing and hat band
felt for concealed tools such as saws
files etc The prisoner may take his
tobacco matches and handkerchief-
into jail with him but that is about all

his jewelry money and everything of
value being kept from him for his own
protection for it has been proven that
there is even less honor among thieves-
in the jail cell than outside

Pockets Hold Varied Articles-
The puzzle of how the small boy can

manage to pick up and carry in his
pockets the everpresent motley assort-
ment

¬

of odds and ends is dimmed by
the average prisoner Cigar stubs
pipes pieces of chalk string buttons
postal cards nails llocks of hair pieces
otI candles keys of all sizes and shapes
curios are a few of the things found in
the common assortment but occasion-
ally

¬

even the policeman is staggered-
with the unique Not long ago a well
dressed young fellow was taken in
charge on one of the downtown streets
He was intoxicated a good fellow out
for a good time and had reached that
turn in the primrose path when all the
world looked good to him He was in
an affectionate mood and insisted upon
embracing the stalwart bluecoat before
the walk to the station was begun By
the time headquarters was reached the
policeman was only a jovial companion
to the happynatured easterner who
had been dazed with the brilliancy of
the white lights and he readily con-

sented
¬

to be the guest of the desk ser-
geant

¬

and occupy the blue room for
the night The policeman started to
search him and out came a handful of
money gold watch and a few trinkets

Then the policeman shoved his hand
into the guests coat pocket only to
let out a yell of terror and with eyes
bulging out jumped backwards into the
air and then to the floor The pleasant
young fellow had a white rat in his
pocket but it took another policeman-
to get it out The prisoner wanted to
take his pet to the cell with him hut
with consideration for other prisoners
and fearful for the effect the sight of
the white rat might have on some of
them who even then had a wellstocked
zoo with them the pet rat was kept in
the desk sergeants office

Searching Isnt Easy
The searching of the prisoners isnf

always an easy task nor is it always
accomplished by one man The fight ¬

ing drunk is the cause of most of the
trouble but there is one case on record
where a matter of sentiment resulted In
a rough and tumble fight in which it
took the strength of five burly patrol
men to quell a young cattleman The
man coming into town from the range
had got well along toward having his

good time when he was taken to the
station He submitted goodnaturedly-
to the arrest and the searching until
the policeman started to take a ring
off the fellows finger The ring with
its cheap setting did not appear to have
much if any value but it was precious-
to the man It was evidently a gift
from a girl and when the attempt was
made to remove it he fought like a
nenu

She wisht it on she did andyou-
aint goin to take it off roared the
youth as he struggled and fought It
took live policemen to hold him to the
floor while a sixth removed the ring
When the man was released the ring
was given back to him and he apolo-
gized

¬

for his fight
Two or three months ago an old man

ragged unkempt and destitute in ap ¬

pearance was picked up as a vagrant
and street beggar When taken to the
station and searched five tobacco sacks
were taken from his pockets Each
sack was stuffed with nickels and he
had in his possession something over
SOAnother man had carefully hidden
away in an inside pocket half a dozen
puppy tails not weiners but real
tails Where he got them or why he
kept them he refused to divulge The
case of old man Harmon is often re ¬

called He too was taken in for va-
grancy

¬

At the station he was found-
to be wearing four suits of clothes and
when the pockets were emptied there
was enough stuff to fill a bushel basket
The assortment included bits of leather
pieces of brass tags old socks rags
cards twine short pieces and shreds of
rope rotten apples a couple of tin
cans and a varied assortment of stuff
that would make a complete junk pile

Only one class of people Is refused
the solace of their tobacco sack the
dope fiends The innocentlooking-

canvas bag with its tobacco has been
found a cunning way of smuggling into
the jail the yenshee the opium
smokers substitute for the real opium
The man who has the appearance of a
morphine or opium user must go with ¬

out his tobacco jail

MORRIS a young woman
MAGGIE celebrated a birthday
because she had been so sadly neglect-

ed

by her parents in Ireland that she
really never knew when she was born
died at 9 oclock yesterday morning at
St Marks hospital where she had act ¬

ed as an attendant The cause of
death was acute nepritis

Through the life story of Maggie
Morris runs a touching strain of
pathos When a wee bit of a girl over
in Ireland she was practically left to
shift for herself and as there was
nothing to attract her to her home life
she one day came to America to seek-
a relative in Philadelphia whom she
never found

Taking seriously ill the girl was sent
to Kensington hospital In the Penn-
sylvania

¬

city where she remained un-

der
¬

treatment for weeks She was be ¬

friended by Miss Fannie D Lees then
one of the chief nurses at the hospital-
who is now superintendent of St
Marks hospital in Salt Lake And In
Miss Lees the girl found a lifelong

I

frIend When she had recovered from
hr illness Miss Morris was permitted
to work at the hospital as an assistant-
to the nurses

When Miss Lees came to Salt Lake-
to enter St Marks hospital the girl
was left behind at the Kensington In ¬

stitution-
She brooded over the loss of her

friend to the extent that she again was
taken ill and Philadelphia surgeons
advised that she be sent to Salt Lake-
to have her associations with Miss
Lees renewed or she might suffer se ¬

rious mental depression So Miss Mor-

ris
¬

came to Salt take two years ago
and entered St Marks hospital as an
attendant under the direction of Miss
Lees

Because of her delightful though
simple personality Maggie Morris had
won the favor of every surgeon that
has practiced at St Marks hospital
during the past two years and she was
known by practically every trained
nurse in Salt Lake It is believed she

I was about 25 years of age Since com-
ing

to America she had never heard
I from her parents

Reduced to Abject Poverty
Woman Works as Manicurist

from wealth to pov¬

DESCENDING R M Boyle wife of
a former rich PIttshurg contrac-

tor

has taken a position as cashier
and manicurist in a Salt Lake barber
shop while her husband Is dying at
Quinns sanitarium of paresis

Boyle disappeared from his home in
the east a year ago and drifted into
Salt Lake broke lIe was here for
several months before his wife discov-
ered

¬

his whereabouts When she came
to Salt Lake she hunted five days be ¬

fore she finally located him at the
Lincoln house

Boyle has worked as a union car¬

penter but although he was a young
man his reverses had robbed him of
his vitality and his hair turned white
His faculties became dull and his hand
soon lost its cunning When his wife
found him he was partially out of his
mind and he was sent to a sanitarium

where his death is expected at any
time

Boyle is a Mason and an Elk and
has been assisted by those two or ¬

ganizations as well as by the carpen ¬

ters union In the meantime Mrs
Boyle unused to earning her own liv ¬

ing has been thrown upon her own
resources and the only occupation she
could find was in the barber shop

With tears streaming down her face
she told her story yesterday to one
who had helped her husband because
of his affiliation with the labor union
She said that the work which has but
slight compensation was distasteful to
her and that she was subject to indig-
nities

¬

but that she was compelled to
submit to them in order to gain the
means of recompense that the posi ¬

tion offered
She Is heartbroken in the turn of

her fortunes

tinuing east on North Temple to First
West stree then south to Pierpont street
in the middle or the block between Second
and Third South streets and east on Pier
plnt street into the middle of the block
bounded by West Temple Third South
Main and Second South streets The plan-
of the company is to build a traction ter-
minal

station in the middle of the olock
with an entrance on Second South street

In a sermon upon The Religion of
Abraham Lincoln Rev P A Simpkin
preaching last night at Phillips Congre-
gational

meaning of tremendous worth for every
lover of liberty every thinker on world
problems in particular every true Amer-
ican

There is a specific testimony to the
worlds supreme life in the emergence-
and expenditure of such a personality as
Lincolns-

No one may account for the soul blaz ¬

ing like a great Kohinoor in the simple
setting and uncouth chasing of his ca-
reer

¬

In no system of training no root-
ing

¬

of traceable selection no sufficing
human causation can one find the secret-
of his splendid genius and absolute mas¬

tery of life-
Manysided in the conquests of his

greatness seemingly automatic in the re-
sponse

¬

of his soul to tasks herculean he
is as great an enigma as an idol of the
age One can but predicate the touch and
purpose of the Eternal Small wonder
that the time which is the Inheritor of
that he wrought for constitutional lib-
erty

¬

idolizes his memory and emphasizes-
his service

Romantic glamor is in the story of
Lincoln Reaching In two score years
from the axhelve and the forest to the
mastery of his time yet carrying to the
Presidents chair the homely habit and
simple directness so perfectly represent-
ing

the American democracy-
Pity trembles into tears as much of

affection as of sorrow and Is transmuted-
into pride in the vision unfading of his
passage from narrow poverty by the way
of unflinching struggle till In the heart-
of that mighty contest that set In abid¬

ing form the life of the republic he stood
a man of sorrow with face seamed and

heart beclouded in such fashion that only-
an occasional shaft of sunny gladness
touched it till It bent to the eternal an ¬

them as he left forever the shadows-
The soul thrills to see him mastering

youths besetting circumstances grasping-
the skirts of chance to be lifted toward-
his star With simple but merciless logic-
he discomfited the brilliant Douglas pass-
ing

to conquer a curious New York and a
critical New England by the power of
clear unique speecH

From a country town Lincoln moved-
to the capital to knit to himself the great
administrators of the time in facile mas-
tery

unifying variant ambitions In the
great policies of a successful administra ¬

tionThroned he sits the hero of his time
esteemed admired beloved Increasingly
a growing Ideal in our nations life with
power abiding to touch men to highest
patriotism-

As the Greeks of old for long space
after Thermopylae taught their children-
to memorize the roll of the 300 names
whose sacrifice made immortal the spot
where they died so we should Impress
upon the America that Is to be In the
lives of the following generations the out-
lines

Mr Simpkin traced the marks of It
in the habits and character of the great
President He said

Driven by lifes burden rather than by

discovered and received there were the
fontal source of Lincolns strength

His religion was simple He felt the
bond that bound him to the Eternal that
he was an instrument in Gods hands for
service Tender as a woman in his soul
Lincoln fellow shipped with Christ in his
wide sympathy-

His acknowledgment of the leading
and providence of God voiced in the
stately utterances and documents of the
later war period were the simple utter ¬

ances of a man who had come to know
the Christ and was seeking to repeat him
In the modern age under terrific stress

and good God has given him a vision
of the Holy One and a vision of human ¬

ity and caused him to see that his task-
is to bring these together The vision
of human needs asserts itself in the need
that the preacher feeis that he has anti
becomes enlarged as he discovers the need

Many of the scribes of Christs tune
were hypocrites They wore pretentious-
robes they courted attention from the
people they chose the best seats in the
synagogue and at the feasts in y mud
long prayers and at the same time
swindled widows out of their homes Je-
sus

warned his followers against coining
under their Influence

There is some sham in the church now
It is the imperfection of people that
makes them feel the need of the church
and join it Then those who receive per¬

sons into membership cannot and should
not always judge as to the sincerity of
applicants Thus people get in who should
stay out

But if there is some sham In the
church there is much more outside of It
Pretension to that which has no real ex ¬

istence is all too common in business
professional and social life Such decep ¬

tion is wrong everywhere It is funda ¬

mentally wicked and abominable True
religion is set squarely against it
