PREPARE T0 SHIP
FROM RYE PATCH

Ten Feet of 168-Ounce Silver
Ore in Forty-Foot Body
Is Showing.

Enthusiastic over the prospect of
opening a wonderful producer of silver-
lead ore in the old mines of Rye Patch,
Nevada, is Gencral Manager D. W.
Jeffs of the Rye Patch Consolidated
Mines eompany, who arrived in the city
vesterday from camyp, after having in-
spected the late developments in the
lower workings.

Report that forty feet of ore had
been crosscut at the face af the driit
which was driven northward on a fis-
sure cut by the north lower tunnel is
confirmed by him. He did not have
time to sample carefully all of the en-
ormous body of ore, but he is satisfied
that it is all of commercial grade, and
he knows that a considerable propor-
tion of it is shipping ore. An average
sample of ten feet of ore near the
eastern face of the crosscut, assay re-
turns from which where received dur-
ing the day, give values of 168 ounces
in silver and 5 per cent lead, besides
small gold and copper values.

The high-grade ore is being sacked
for shipment as readily as present mine
conditions permit, and with the install-
ing of new equipment which has been
ordered, it is expected that regular
production of at least a carload a week
will be maintained. In the meantime
arrangements for building a mill of 100

tons daily capacity are being per-
fected.

New Ore Disclosure Due.

About twenty feet
of driving remains to bring that about,
Three hundred feet south of these
workings is another tunnel on the same
level, the face of which is about twenty
feet from a shaft on the same vein.
As eleven feet of good ore have been
crosscut at the bottom of the. shaft,)
Important dieclosures are anticipated
from develoning the ground between
the two tunnels, whose level is eighty
feet oelow the old stopes from which
a number of millions of rich ore was
taken by the early day operators.

STALL BROS, GET
LEASE EXTENDED

Famous Suit Over Rich Work-
ings of National Settled
by Litigants.

The fan:ous suit of the National Min-
ing company of Nevada against the
Stall brothers, the purpose of which
was to cancal a lease held by the Stail
brothers, from which several hundred
thousand dollurs of high-grade ore had
been taken, has been dismissed, the
principals having effected a settlement
out of court. The litigation has tied up
production from the richest developed
portioa of the property for nearly a
year,

By the terms of the agreement the
lease of the Stall brothers has been ex-
tended for wne year, under somewhat
different terms from those of the old
lease. The royalty has been increased
from 26 to 356 per cent and the cres
taken out are to be handled jointly by
the lessees and the company from the
time they reach the surface.

Work will be resumed at once on the
lease, although it will probably ke
thirty days before the workings will
have been placed in form for produc-
tion. The ores will probably neot be
shipped, as before, the parent com-
pany having plans out for a mill, which
will treat its own ore and that taken
from the leases as well.

Reno Bank Takes Lease.

The National company at this time
is taking high-grade ore from its No.
315 tunnel. The ore comes from 100
feet greater depth than has before been
attained in the property and it is said
to be richer than any before produced.
No. 4 tunnel is being pushed rapidly
to tap the ore shoot 110 fest below the
level of No. 3%. The shoot should be
reached in about forty days.

A lease has been given by the Na-
tional company to the Farmers and
Merchants National bank of Reno on
a block of ground 200x600 feet, on the
south end of the West Virginia claim.
The new lease is known as bloek No, 4.
The bank will at once commence sink-
ing a 500-foot shaft.

OHIO'S FINANCING
ACCEPTED INEAST

Company Raises $600,000 on
Notes, Makes Purchasing
for Enlarging Mill.

Although the action of the company’s
stock marketwise does not indicate it,
eastern autherities accent without
question the report that Ohio Copper
has completed the arrangement by
which it raises $600,000 through the is-
suing of notes secured by the com-
pany's bonds held in escrow. Colin Mc-
Intosh, the company’'s general man-
ager, is in the east purchasing the ad-
ditional machinery required for dou-

! bling the capacity of the mill,

The two units already In operation
are now treating between 1,200 and 1,400
tongs of ore dally., The company's
monthly copper cutput is about 1,900,000
pounds.

Costs of mining and treatment have
been reduced to a figure much lower
than the early estimates of the man-
agement.

Concentrates from the Ohio mill are
being shippad to the Garfield plant of
the Guggenheims, which interests also
attend to the marketing of the copper.
Just whether this arrangement will be
made permanent has not been fully de-
cided, although the American Smelting
and Refining company has given the
Ohio company rates which the latter
consider very satisfactor:. The inau-
guration of operations at the new smel-
ter of the Internatinnal Smelting and
within a ecompara-
tively short time may change the situa-
tion.

There are now on the books of the
Ohio company 2,500 names, whereas two
years ago th're were but a few hun-

dred. From this it would appear that
control of the company is “in _the
street.”

MASON VALLEY BONDS
ATTRACTIVE TO BUYERS

In a dispatch recelved yesterday
over the Pollock private wire, the news
tickar is quoted as saying:

“Considerable attention is being at-
tracted to the new 6 per cenl convert-
ible bonds of the Mason Valley Mines
company. These obonds, which are
regarded as among the most attractive
on the market, are being traded in on
the curb and sales are being made at
$1.02%% and interest and the rates are
around $2.50 per $100.”
