sum of 400000 The receivers stated
that the company was solvent and that
its business would be continued with ¬

out Interruption
Tho action by the court was taken

following the filing of a bill In equity
by Holllngshead Campbell of New
York City note brokers

The principal creditors are In St
Louis Chicago Philadelphia and New
York

Receiver Campbell in a statement
says

The store will not bo closed We
have permission from tho court to
borrow money to pay running ex-
penses

Our purpose will bo to operate
the store on conservative and econom ¬

ical lines Some of the expensive
leases may be given up We hope to
pay the creditors in full and then be
discharged as receivers and turn the
business back to Its owners

The debts or liabilities aggregate
about 1400000 The assets or the
stock and property owned by the firm
aggregate about 2000000

A comparatively small part of the
debts is hold by tho merchants who
sold the gdods to the store

The Jones Dry Goods company was
