T ONDON July HAll the intricate machinery of Scotland Yard has been
JJ set in motion to capture Dr Hawley H Crippen the battered body of
whose wife a noted music hall singer known by the stage name of Belle
Elmore was found buried in the cellar of their home at Hilldrop Crescent
North London

Crlppcn has been missing since Sat ¬

urday when apparently he could no
longer offer explanation for the death
of his wife which was alleged to
have occurred months ago in Cali ¬

fornia Then It was that the pottoo In
making a thorough examination of the
empty house came upon the body mu ¬

tilated and burned beyond recognition-
by quick lime that had been thrown
upon It

The thick clay by which It was part-
ly

¬

surrounded to some extent retarded
the acton of the kulek lime and so
frustrated the murderers plan of de-

stroying

the body It hi said the body
hall been partly dissected before burial
and nearly all the bones are mlselng

Crippen sailed on Saturday for New
York but there have been rumors that
