nary American citizen is recognized
the world over as the equal of the
nobility of any country At home he
is regarded as superior A title

JOHN G CARLISLE-
John G Carlisle after n notable ca¬

reer as member of Congress speaker
of the House United States senator
and secretary of the treasury pissed
the closing years of his life as a prac¬

ticing lawyer in New York without
achieving fame or accumulating a for¬

tune
After making himself known in tho

political field of Kentucky Carlisle-
was sent to Washington as represent-
ative

¬

and took his seat March 4 1877

He served two terms as a private in
the ranks and was then promoted to
the spoakership which ho held three
terms

He resigned from the House to be ¬

come United States senator for the
unexpired term of James B Beck He
resigned from the Senate in 1893 to
become secretary of the treasury in
the cabinet of President Cleveland

Carlisle wielded considerable in-

fluence
¬

in the Democratic party up
to the time of his retirement from
office He opposed the election of
Bryan in 189G and later became vice
president of the AntiImperialist
league of Boston but has not taken-
an active part in politics In recent
years

Mr Carlisle was a good lawyer and
held briefs in quite a number of more-

or less important cases alter his re¬

moval to New York but he seems to
have spent his money faster than he
earned it and only recently his goods
and chattels wore attached while he
was 1lying Ill in the hospital-

One by one the statesmen of the
era Immediately following the civil
war are dropping off They were
great men in their day and genera ¬

tion Of Carlisle It may be said that
he played his part well according to
his lights and that ho will be ac¬

corded an honorable place in history
