AWFUL DISAS1 ER

IN FRENCH IKE

Eleven Hundred Men Meet
Death as Result of an

Explosion.

Most Appalling Mining Catastrophe In

the History of the World, Bringing
Sorrow to Six Thousand Fathers,

Mothers, Wives and Children.

Paris. A mlno catastrophe of Incal-

culable horror and magnltudo has
stricken the groat coal ccntor ot
northern Franco. An explosion of flro
damp at 7 o'clock Saturday morning
carried death and destruction through-
out tho net-wor- k ot coal mines cen-

tered at Courrlercs, and flro following
the explosion made rescue difficult,

and almost Impossible.
Tho death list number 1,100, nnd

the whole of the region stands ap-

palled nt tho torrlblo tragedy, which
has brought sorrow to six thousand
fathers, mothers, wives rfnd children.

About 2,000 minors work tho group
af mines, and, with their families,
mako a popnlntlon of from 0,000 to
g.OOO souls.

Tho explosion took plnco shortly
after 1,795 men had descended Into
tho mlno. Thero wns n deafening ex-

plosion, which wns followod by tho
cages nnd mining apparatus being
hurled from tho mouth of tho Cour-rler- s

mlno. Men and horses nearby
outside tho mlno wore cither stunned
or killed. Tho roof of tho mlno of- -

flc was torn off.
Immediately following tho oxplo- -

sion flames burst from the mouth of
tho pit, driving back thoso without
who sought to enter nnd dooming
those within.

The work of attempting to rescuo '

tho Imprisoned miners was hastily be-

gun by officials, engineers nnd miners
from tho surrounding mines, who
formed parties nnd made heroic ef-

forts to penetrate the smoko nnd foul
gases and bring out the Imprisoned
men.

The families of tho outombed mln- -

ers crowded about tho shaft scoklng
fathorH or husbands), and threatening
in their efforts to obtain details to
force back tho gendarmes who kopt
them from tho mouth of the pit.

The populace of tho district Is ap-

palled by the disaster, which affects
ovcry household.

Those persons who wero rescued
wero terrlblyburned. Thq latest es-

timates placo thoso taken nut at 591
For tho time being tho mine build-

ing has been transferred Into n mor-
tuary chamber, nnd all about In It lie
tho carbonized and almost unrecog-
nizable bodies of miners which wera
tako"h thoro ns thoy were brought up
from tho mine. Stricken relatives ar-
rive at tho mlno building from tlmo
to time, scnrchlng for missing mdra-bcr- s

of tholr families, nnd indescriba-
ble scenes of grlof occur ns women
rccognlio loved ones.

Hcartrondlng scenes, too, nro wit-

nessed about tho mouth of pit No. 4,
,whoro, In tho presence of Ministers
Dublcf and Gauthlcr, the bands of res-
cuers ure continually descending and
returning with bodies.

Tho women with children In their
arms attempt to break through tho
cordon of troops which forms a lano
through which tho body bearers pro-
ceed to tho mortuary chamber. Some-
times the burden consists of a mere
heap of burned flesh, and In nearly
every case the body Is torrlbly lac-
erated. Only one-hal- f of tho bodies
recovered have bcon Identified.

Franco occurred in 1885, vlien 29a
persons wero killed nnd 80 Injured,
but that and all others sink Into Inslg-nlflcanc- o

WOMEN IN BATTLE.

Mingled With Filipino Warriors and
Were Killed During Fierce Fight.

Manila. Brigadier Genornl Bliss
mado a reconnolssanco toward Mount
Dajo during tho week previous to tho
attack of tho American force upon
'tho Moro stronghold there, but it had
no effect upon the hostile attitude of
the outlaws.

An unofficial report says that tho
famlllos Of tho Moras remained In tho
rlllace located in tho conter of the
crater at tho npox of tho mountain,
and tho womon and children mingled
with the warriors during tho bnttlo
to such an oxtent that It wns Impossi-
ble to discriminate, and all wero
killed In tho florco onslaught.

All of the men 'Who wero wounded
In tho recent fight, with the Moroa nt
Mount Dajo nro roported to bo In fa-

vorable condition.

TROUBLE AGAIN BREAKS.

OUT III TRE PHILIPPINES

Moros Go on the Warpath, and In En-

counter With Boys In Blue Get the
Worst of the Argument.

Manila. Major General Wood re-

ports from Jolo that n sovero action
lias taken placo between troops, a con-
tingent of tho naval department, the
constabulary and a body of hostllo
Moros at Mount Dajo, near Jolo, open-

ing on tho afternoon of Mnrch C and
ending on the morning of Mnrch 8.

It is reported that COO outlaw Moroa
wero killed In tho crnter of tho

volcano five miles from Jolo.
Tho Americans lost eighteen killed
nnd fifty-tw- o men wounded, Including
Captain Rivers of the Fourth cavalry,
Lieutenant Agnews of tho Sixth infan-
try, Lieutenant Gordon Johnson ot the
signal corps, Ensign Cook, command-
ing tho Pnmpangn, and Captain White
of tho constabulary. Tho attack was
under tho Immediate command of
Colonel Duncnn of tho Sixth Infantry.

Tho fighting lasted two days among
tho lava ridges which had been strong-
ly fortified by tho Moros. Artillery had
to be hoisted by means of block and
tackle up tho last 500 feet at an anglo
of CO degrees. General Wood highly
commends tho work of tho troops.

OFFICIALS ARRAIGNED.

Decide to Enter No Plea Until a Later
Date.

Calitwell, Idaho. Moyer, Haywood
and Pettlbono wero nrralgncd beforo
Judgo Smith Friday morning. They
entered no pica, having decided to
wait until next Friday morning nt 10

o'clock to answer to tho charge. As
has alrendy been told, tho men wero
indicted Jointly with John L. Slmpklns
for tho murder of former Governor
Stounonbcrg on tho 30th day of De-

cember. Tho men, heavily guarded
but not shncklcd, wero taken from
Bolso early in tho morning and brought
back nnd returned to tho penltentlnry
Immediately after noon.

With his face turned townrd tho
sunshino that streamed In n great
golden flood through thc.wldo window
near hlra, Moyer, bend of tho Wostcrn
Federation of Miners, stood In tho lit-tl- o

court room and listened without
appearing to listen to the rending of
tho long Indictment ngalnst him. Next
to Moyer stood Pettlbono. Hoywood
Was at Pctttbono's right. Both Hay-
wood and Pettlbono llstoncd Intently
to tho rending. Moyer gnvo no out-
ward manifestation of Interest.

It is sot up In tho Indictment that
tho mon personally supervised tho
construction of tho bomb nnd tho
placing thereof. Two specific charges
nro mado. Tho first Is that tho de-

fendants discharged tho bomb thsm-boIvc- s

In some manner to tho Jury un-

known. Tho second Is thnt they so ar-
ranged tho bomb that Steunonberg
himself, by opening tho gato at which
ho wnB killed, upset somo sulphuric
acid In tho Infernal machlno, nnd that
tho snld acid oxplodcd tho ilynamlto
caps, giant powder and other material
of which tho bomb was' made.

NEW STATE OF OKLAHOMA.

Washington. Tho senate on Satur-
day passed a bill for tho admission
of a now stato to bo called Oklahoma,
and to bo composed of tho torrltory of
Oklahoma nnd Indian territory. It
was the houso joint statehood bill with
alt tho provisions relating to Arizona
and Now Mexico stricken out. Tho
motion to strlko out was mado by Mr.
Burrows, and it was carried by tho
closo voto of 37 to 35, after having
been lost by tho still closer voto of 35

to 30.

As amended by tho senate tho bill
provides for tho creation ot tho stato
of Oklnhoma out of Oklahoma and In-

dian territories upon tho adoption of

a constitution. Tho stato is allowed
tho usual quota ot executive, judicial
and leglslntlvo officers, two Unltod
Stat senators nnd flvo, members of
tho natlonnl' houso ot representatives.
A constitutional convention with 110
members, 55 of which aro to bo chosen
by each of tho territories comprising
tho stntc, Is provided for, nnd all maid
citizens or male Indians 21 years old
are eligible to membership In it,

Jaft to be Appointed to the Supreme
Bench.

Washington. Tho Post says: Presi-
dent Roosevelt has decided to appoint
William II. Tnft of Ohio, now secre-
tary of war, to tho next vacancy In

tho United States supremo court. That
vacancy Is to bo created by tho volun-
tary retirement of Associate Justlco
Henry B. Brown, who wns appointed
in 1890 by Prosldont Harrison from
tho stato of Michigan. When Chlct

iJustlco Fuller retires, provided It Is
during tho ndmlnlntrntlon of Mr.
Rooiovolt, Mr. Tnft will be promoted
to hs oxalted position.
