There nre problems that are awaiting solution. All
the spare effort that could be gathered might be profitably employed on
these "problems.

Tho cry of the infants rises fur above the complaint of the school
children. The children's institutions of thcjeily harbor liundrcds of liv-

ing products and illustrations' of the unhappy'in'd unwholesome conditions
thnt still prevail.

These pitiful little victims are taken under the protection of tho city
at ns early an age as possible; it would be even better if they could be so
gunrded before they arc bom.

We shall not not have arrived at the solution of tho real children's
problem until we have succeeded in removing conditions under which it
is practically impossible for the child to escape contamination or nrrcst

, of natural normal growth of mind and body. These conditions aro some-
times purely "mntcrinl, arising from extreme poverty, but nearly always
nggravntcd, when not originated, by the habits of the parents nnd the en-
vironment of the home. It isiho cry of jffthe children nrising from this qunrtcr -- a0, ftrV'''to which wc should pay the most sym- - ' txfpathetic heed. '
