Made a Bungling Job of Dynamiting
the Safe, and Secured Only $60 for

Their Trouble Posse In
Pursuit.

Loadvllle, Colo. Two armed men
boarded tho onglno of Donvct & Rio
Qrando passenger train No. 6 at Malta
Tuesday night and, at tho point of re-

volvers, compelled tho engineer and
fireman to uncouple tho expross and
baggage cars.

Vesuvius Dust Traveled Far.
Paris was overspread with a dry,

yellowish fog tho morning of April 11

of this year. A slcentlst, believing
that tho fog had been caused by the
eruption of Mount Vesuvius, placed
upon the root of his dwelling a sorles
of plates covered with glycerin to
catch the dust In tho fog. It was
found that part of tho deposit on the
plates was a very flno sand, complete-
ly Identical with the ash sent up by

Vesuvius In 1822. In addition to this
sand tho fog contained somo perfectly
spherical globules of oxidized Iron.

Gasoline and Alcohol.
The greater safety of alcohol, as

compared with gasollno for commer-
cial uses, Is duo to the fact that It
will not ignite from pure radiated
heat, as gasollno does; that water will
extinguish burning alcohol whllo It

will only spread a fire of gasoline, nnd
that tho flames of burning alcohol ra-

diates very little heat whllo that of
gasoline radiates heat very rapidly.

Denatured Alcohol.
Denatured alcohol Is used In a hat

factory at Manchester, England. Tho
manufacturers uso tho spirit, recover
It, and restill tho product in their own
factory, nnd uso it over again until
it Is used up. ,

Makes Celluloid Fireproof,
M. Oavaln, n French chemist, has

patented 11 process for rendering cel-

luloid proof ngalnst Arc This result
is obtained by adding to a celluloid
mass In courso of preparation, whon
at tho highest point of liquidity, a cer-

tain quantity of salts phosphates,
of ammonia, or magnesia.

Celluloid thus prepared, when touched
by flro or flnmc, gives forth a gas thnt
checks combustion.
