LOOSE COINS
IN MAIL BOXES.

The following instructions on
collecting loose coins in rural
delivery boxes has boon receiv-
ed by Postmaster Eva 0 Wilcox.
Washington, I). C.Jan. 25, l!)10

"Tho Postmaster: In view of
the extent to which the practice
of placing loose coins in boxes by
rural patrons has grown and
the delay in the delivery and
collection of mail and the hard-
ship imposed on rural carriers
incident thereon, you are in-

formed that, commencing Feb-
ruary 15, rural letter carries will
not be required to collect loose
coins from rural mail boxes.

"Patrons should enclose coins
in an envelope, wrap them se-

curely in a piece of paper, or
deposit them in a coin-holdin- g

receptacle, so they can be easily
and quickly taken from boxes,
and carriers will be required to
lift such coins, and where ac-

companied by mail for dispatch,
attach the requisite stamps.
