It was In this harbor of Santa Crui
thnt tho fimuui old Hngllih Admiral
Illako encountered, and within six
hours turned and sunk seven great
tJpanlsh ritli'ons, though they were
anchored unar the protecting cannon
of soven torts mid a strong ensile.

violet tint, which paled away Into faint
blue as Us apex mingled nnd became
lost amid the gossamer clouds.
