It Is often stated that womnn la
lacking In the faculty of crentlvo
genius, and, Indeed, thnt In this par
tlculnr. by contram with man, ahe la
decidedly Inferior. Thla Is perhaps a
reasonable ooncluslnti In view of hci
history Hut It Is not so rinphntlcal
ly true when wo consider her itnimatlr
work.

It la hy no menus n new thought
that man Is by nature more Intellec-
tual anil woman by nnltirn more emo-
tional, (ii course. It la not meant by
thla that man la never emotional, nor
woman never Intellectual. Ycf It li
eurrly fair lo assume that to man

the power of Intellectuality, and
to womnn the (motional quality. Does
It not seem, therefore, that tho very
possession by nature of thla latter
quality, which certainly la nn absolute
nrcesally In dramatic art, has madt
her Inherently sultrd for dramatic
achievement?

Woman a work In literature with
frw exceptions has bt en denied any
claim to greatness In mimic nnd In
