In Securing Franchise, Mr. Moffat's

J. Morgan, D, H. Moffat has just se
cured from the Alameda board of
trustees a right of way and extensive
terminal facilities at Bay Farm Island,

SUPREME COURT DECIDES
AGAINST SENATOR BURTON

Kansas Senator Again Convioted in
the Rialto Grain Company Case,
and WIIl Probably Lose Seat
in Senate.

Washington —The supreme eourt of
the United States has rendered a de
olsion in the case of Unlted States
Senator Ralph Rurton of Kansas. The
decislon was against Burton, affirm.
ing the declsion of the United States
clrouit court for the eastern district
of Missourl, by which Burton was sen-
tenced to six months' imprisonment in
the jail of Iron county, Missourl, re.
quired to pay a fine of $2,600, and de
prived of the right to hereafter hold
ofice under the government,

The opinion was by Justice Harlan,
All of the points made in Burton's in.
tereat were overruled.

Senator Burton wag prosecuted on
the charge of violating Section 1782
of the Revised Statutes, which prohib-

its senntors and representatives from
recelving compensation for services
rendered before any of the govern-
ment departments in any matter in
which the government may be Intéy
ested. He was specifically charg®d
with accepting a fee of $500 per
month for five months from the Rialto
Graln & Securities company of #t
Louls for services rendered that oue-
pany in an effort to prevent the fsso-
ance of an order by the postoffice de-
partment prohibiting the use of the
miiils by the company.

It Will Require $26,348,281 for Weork
on Panama Canal for the Next
Fiscal Year.

Washington—The  detalled estl-
mates for all expenses Incident to the
construction of the Panama canal, for
the fiseal year ending June 30, 1807,
were seni to the house Monday by
Secretary Taft, transmitted through
the treasury department. The estl-
mates aggregate  $26,048,281. They
are contalned under five heads, and
are glven In such detall as to occupy
twenty printed pages. The subdivi-
glons are as follows:
