.Major H. 1 Mytoji, former Indian
agent at Whlto Rocks, Utah, said
this afternoon that tho Indians who
would bo boncfltted would number
nboiit 2000, being mcmberB of the fol
lowlug Uto tribes: Southern Unconi
pahgre, Whlto River and Uintah.

I "Tho suits against tho govoruracut"
said Major My ton, "woro tho result
of an agreement botween tho Uto
Indians lu Colorado and tho govern
menu by which tho government In
duced them to retire from their
lands In Colorado and como to Utah,
on tho promise that tho government

would sell thn land nt not less than
$1.25 an acre and turn tho moue mo
to tho Indians as fast ns It was sold.

"Instead of attempting to sell any
of the land tho government turned It
Into n forest reserve. At tho tlmo (t
tho ngrooment tho IndlanH weio given
tho right to hunt on any pait of tho
land until It was sold. Later Colorado
passod a law by which thoy wro not
pormlttcd to hunt on tho land.

"In 1897, K. Holdcn nn Arkausns
lawyer, made a ileal with tho Indians
by which ho whs to push their claims,
nnd In tho event that ho secured any-
thing from tho government wns to re-

ceive 40 per cont for his trouble. Mol
dan has dono little else for several
years than to push thn claims of tho
