OFFICIAL NEGLECT
DELAYS NEW JERSEY

VOTE ON SUFFRAGE

Failure to Do Required Advertising

Haiti Matter an Entire
Year.

Trenton, N. J. Sept. 1 Woman
suffrage in Now Jersey has rccolved
a setback of at least ono year through
an optnlon of Assistant Attorney Gen-

eral Gasklll that tho falluro properly
to advertiso tho proposed chango in
the stato's constitution renders Im-

possible tho ratification of suffrage
by this winter's legislature.

Tho constitution requlros that nn
amendment bo adopted by two sucixs-slv- o

legislatures before bolng voted
on by people and It was asjumed
that tho amondment pnssed by tho ro-c-

legislature would be adopted ljy

the next legislature. The constitution
also prov.des that an amendment adop
ted by otno legislature shall bo pub--I

shed In the newspapers for a per-

iod of at least three months prior to-th- e

election of members to tho suc-

ceeding legislature. This means that
tho advertising of the woman suf-
frage nmendment should have begui
August i. The advertising was not
so begun and Asst. Atty. General
Cask 11 holds that It is now too late
to begin the advertising. Hence tho
amendment will have to be adopted
by the 1914 and 1916 legislatures be-

fore It can be voted on by tne people.

COMMISSION

San Francisco, Aug. 28. Recently
enacted state statutes seeking to
mako oil pipe lines common carriers
or to exact a prohibitive tax whero
the lines nro reserved (or private uso
wero rendered temporarily Ineffective
jesterday by tho United States dis-

trict court, Judge Maurlco T. Dooltng
granting n temporary restraining or-

der against the state railroad
The writ was issued on ap-

plication of the Kern Trndlng mid
Oil company and the Assoc.'ntcd OH
company, subsidiaries of the South-

ern l'aclflc.
Tho enso Is similar to that now

pending beforo tho United States su-

premo court as between tho Interstate
commerce commission and Intcrstato
P po lino companies. Tho federal
statute giving tho commission control

I of tho lines nml declared unconstitu-
tional by tho commerco court and ap-

peal taken to tho supremo court for
final settlement.

Tho California statutes provide

that pipe, lines shall bo deemed corn-ma- n

carriers under control of tho
stnto railroad commission or operate
under stato license and pay a tax of
no cents n barrel on all oil piped.
Several companies have already rec-

ognized this law.

THE LAWS
Washington, Sept. 1 Federa.1 funds

are not to be used after January 1

tnext for the organized militia of the
states unless the citizen soldiery com-pl.e- s

with the law, which declares
their organizations "aboil be tho some

as that which Is or may hereaft-
er bo prescribed for the regular army

of tho United States."

"On a few claims on a few small
