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PROPOSES, MURDERS,
COMMITS SUICIDE

T. W .R. Nelson of Rupert, Idaho,
Kills Woman and Then Takes

His Own Life

Rupert, Idaho, Feb. 23. A doublo
tragedy that has shocked tho com
muulty occurred last night at Mini-

doka, n small vlllago soma fifteen
miles from Rupert, when T. W. R.
Nolson, a prominent nnd wealthy
morchant ot Rupert shot and killed
Mrs. Nelllo M. Plttengor, also of Ru-

pert, afterwards turning tho gun on
himself with fatal effect. Mrs. Pit
touger, who conducted a bourdlng

houso hero, also owned a dry farm
near Minidoka, coruorlug in Klinanl

and had reached Minidoka on her
way homo from a visit to tho ranch.
Lcurnlng ot hor roturn, Nelson board-

ed tho evening train from Rupert and
went to Minidoka to meet her llud
lug her at tho hotel.

A coronor's Inquest was held this
morning. Tho principal witness at
tho Inquest was Mrs, Edna Hunter,
a sister of tho murdered womun, who
wns present when tho shooting was

dono. Sho testified that Nelson fol
lowed her sister upstairs and that
sho hud remained in tho room, ream-
ing thut Nelson had a gun and hud
been drinking. Nolson asked Mrs.
Plttengor: "Aro you going to marry
mo." Sho snld, "No, I wouldn't mar-l- y

tho best man that over walked."
At this Nelson reached Into his hip
pocket for his revolver and shot Mrs.
Pltteugur in tho ehost. Mrs. Hunter
testified that sho secured u gun sho
had in her pockctbook and flrod at
NolBon In defense of hor sister. Then
Nelson turned tho gun upon himself
and fired two shots, ono reaching tho
bruin and killing him Instantly.

Nelson wns about 02 years of ago,
with n lurgo family of grown children.
Ho owned a largo hardware and fur
nlturo storo In Rupert and nnother in
Pearl. Ho was lntorcstcd In two
batiks lu Utah and other enterprises.
Ho has always been regarded as a
lovol headed business man and was
highly respected.

Doth victims of tho tragedy will bo
burled In tho Rupert cemetery, Mrs.
Plttengor on Tuesday and Mr. Nel-
son on Wednesday.
