stant Battle on Outskirts of Bluff.

Illuff, Fob. 22. Scouts reported
tonight that at least flvo Indians havo
been killed nnd possibly moro havo
heon wounded In tho bnttlo of tho out-bklr-

of this town between a posso
under command of Aqulla Nehokcr,
United Stntes Marshal for Vtah, nnd
tho Indians uiulor Old Polk and his
son Tbo No Cat, othorwlso known aa

Kverett Hatch. Intermittent firing

hns been going on all day, Bharpshoot
ers on either sldo being ready to

shoot tho Instant nn opponent shows
himself.

Tho whereabouts of tho main body

of tho Indians is not cortaln. Tho
mnjority of tho posse aro of tho bo

lief that tho red men aro eaught in

a trap in Cottonwood wash, tho mouth
ot which is not far from tho borders
ot UlufT. In that caso, it is said, tho
Indians will not bo nblo to get out
except by fighting tholr way free, and
tho crucial struggle of Marshal Nob-ekor'- s

campaign will tako placo close

to Bluff.

On tho other hand It Is assorted
with apparent roason that tho Indi-

ans have probably taken up ap osl-Ho- n

down tho San Juan canyon, threo
miles from tho town, whore tho nat
ural facilities for defense-- will mnko

it u dllllcult task to dislodgo them.
Flvo mombora ot tho original posso

of twenty-si- x which camo from Colo

rado havo becomo detached, and
their whorenbouts is a subject of

great unxiety to their comrades. A

rcscito party today reached tho spot
whoro they had been and found tho

horses, with a note from ono pinned

on tho saddle, to tho offoet that thoy

had loft. Elthor these men havo

been enpturd by tho Indians or are
Isolated In tho rim rocks about two

miles from Illuff.

Tho flvo men, Murray Williams,

Frnnk Wheatland, Hoy Moqro, Dick

Lewis and Itoscoo Houston, nro well

supplied with ammunition but havo

been without food or water slnco tho

bnttlo oponed early Sunday.

A snow storm has been raging for

hours.

Potte Has the Advantage
In tho main, tho posse has been on

tho winning sldo in tho fighting so
far, but thoro is not a man who lid's

not had moro than a fow minutes
sleep since threo nights ago. Tho In-

dians hnvo omployod every trick
known tc them in tholr wild meth-

ods of warfare. Broken up Into
smnllg roups nftcr tho first attack,
thoy liuvo stationed themselves in
tho rocks around hero and tho pos
so mombers hnvo been forced to bo
on guard evory mlnuto.

Flvo members of the posso, who
woro cut off from tho main body at
tho outbreak of tho bnttlo yesterday
morning, havo been fighting for their
lives over slnco. Surrounded by In-

dians, thoso men wcro without food
or drink all day Sunday and today.
It is boliovod thoy have plenty ot
ammunition, though not enough for
any extended ongagoment.

Men Surrounded Make Escape
A posso sent out to rescue theso

men lato this afternoon went to tho
point whoro thoy hnd been surround-
ed and found It deserted. Dut tho

horses of tho men wero thero nnd In

ono ot tho saddles was found n noto

stating that tho mnrooned party had
loft. Whero they went Is not known
but it 1b presumed thoy oscaped un-

der cover of darkness last night and
fled to tho cliffs higher up tho river.
Their horses woro brought Into camp

by tho Bcarehing party.
Fighting has been going on horo

at Intervals for nearly forty eight
hours. Tho posso is divided up Into

squads stationed nt various points
around thla llttlo town, nnd wherever
an Indian is seon concentrated flro

Is opened on tho position. Thousands
of shots havo been exchanged In this
manner, tho Indians roplylng vicious-

ly.
Tho Indians aro as widely scatter-

ed as aro tho mombora of tho posse,

but they seem to be woll armed and
plentifully supplied with ammuni-

tion. Thoy reply in forco to every

attack and In somo instances open

tho firing on tho posso guards. Fght-In-

was kept up all night nnd today,

but asido from tho main engagement
yesterday, thero has boon no mass
fighting. Tho exchanges have boon,

ns doscrlbed, skirmishes between
sharpshooters of tho two sides.
