The French war dogs are now di-
vided Into five classes. 1, dog sentl.
nels: 2, patrol dogs; 8 dispatch bear-
ers; 4, nmbulnnce dogs; B, draft
dogs.

For all but the draft dogs French
breeds are now preferred, They are
mosily recruited from the region of
the Nemuce, good rustle shepherds
that know all of the secrets of the
country, and mountain dogs from the
Pyrenees, used In roughing it over
the difMcult eountry,

These breads are about the only
ones that continue effective through
all the transformationg that the fArst
line of defense undergoes. To get the
most out of them It is necessary to
specialize them the all round war
dog exlsting only In the lmegination.
