Screw Bores Its Own Hole. I
Evidently Charles D. Woodward, of I

Providence, It. I., has often had con- - I
slderable trouble In driving the con- - I
ventlonol wood screw Into hard wood, I
for he has developed a screw which ,
bores Its own hole-a-s It proceeds. Ac-

cording to his patent clnlms, says tho
Scientific Americnn,r ho has devised a
countersinking glmlet-polnte-d screw
having at tho root of Its point a bulge
constituting tho. largest diameter of
tho shank, nnd having across Its
thread a spiral groove, ono end of
which forms a cutter at the bulge.
Tho groove goes .onco around the
screw and terminates at tho slant of
tho head and at the root of the gimlet
point.

How to Pour Liquids.
In pouring liquid from a Jug or bot-

tle tho vessel should be held with tho
opening downward, raiher than hori-

zontally, If convenient, nnd swung
quickly with n circular motion. Tho
liquid will rotate and In leaving tho
opening will permit air to enter con-

tinuously, causing tho liquid to run
out rapidly and without Intermittent
gurgling sounds.

If the opening of tho container Is at
ono Bide It Is best to hold tho contain-

er so that the opening Is nt the high- -

est point of tho end, rather than at
the bottom. The air may thus enter
and permit a continuous tlow until the

contnlner Is empty,
