of Utnli for tliijr approval or disap-
proval, nmnoly:

That Section 2, Article 10. of the
Constitution of tlio State of Utah, bu
iiinotidod to rond as follows:

"Tho Public School .sjstom shall
kindergarten s hools, common

schools, consisting of primary and
grin inmr irrnclcti, high schools, nn ag-
ricultural college, a university, nnd
such uthor schools us the Legislature
may establish. Tho common schools
slinll bo free. The other departments
of tho systom shall l' supported ns
provided by law. Provided, thnt high
schools may bo maintained freo In nil
cities of tho llrst'lind second class now
constituting scluld districts, nnd In
sucli other 'cltlca'nnd districts ns may
bo deslgnntcd by the Legislature Hut
whero tho proportion of school monies
npportloned or net ruing to any city or
district shall not bo sutllcicnt to main-
tain nil tho froo schools In such city or
district, tho high schools shall be sup-
ported by locnl taxation; Provided,
that when nny cities or districts sh.tll
establish high schools, the Legislature
may authorize tho use of stnto school
funds to assist Jn supporting such
schools, snld funds being apportioned
to tho cities or dlstrii ts concerned, by
the Statu Hoard of rducatlon."
