proved. The skull fracture being at
the base of tho brain, the doctors arc
compelled to let nature take its course
in effecting a cure, as an operation
wpud be too dangerous. Just how

It is
supposed that ho was watching the
freight train which he was to board
and tho noise made by tho train in
switching prevented him from hear-
ing the approaching passenger train
