Barrier "Pig-Tight”

The ralsing of hogs enlls for the
feucing in of n field or two for hog
pasture, for every hogkeeper well
knows that there {8 1 very material
slump In the profits in pork-growing
If the hogs are kept in pens or small
runs, obtaluing no food execept that
glven them. Of the three prime es
sentlals in n hog pasture—nmnmely
pasturnge, water supply and fence—
the fence I8 of more Importance than
most of us realize until a st bit of
experience sets us thinking, The hog-
lot fence, of all fences on the farm,
needs to be bullt substantially and
“plg-tight.,”  Any hog pasture fence
that is put up hurriedly nnd somewhat
Indifferently 1s a detriment to all con:
cerned—to the rest of the farim, to the
farmer and to the hogs, even,
