WAR ROBS THREE OF MEMORY

Trio Among Most Unusual Cases on
Record at Vatpran's Bureau
in Washington.

Three men who have lost them-
selves and whose memory does not
extend back to the war where they
recelved Injury, are among the most
unusunl cases on record ot the Vet-
erans’ burenu In Washington, D, .,
amoug the long st of war victims,
The Amerlenn Leglon I8 endeavoring
to asslst the unfortunnte ex-service
men In Anding thelr relatives,

Hayward Thompson—at least that
s whut he I8 now enlled—Is one of
the most pecullar cuses. He has for
gotten who he s, In his hend Is an
ugly shrapnel wound, His memory
goes back to Janunry 22, 1922, when
he arrived at a hotel In meer. with
u bill In his pocket from one of the
most expensive hotels In Colorado
Springs. His memory, he now believes,
lnpsed somewlore, elther fur back
in France or on the trip between Colo-
rado Springs and Denver. Thompson
remembers bhaving bhad £1,200 in his
pocket and access to many thousands
more.

In searching Washington records for
some (ruce of the lost man, it wns
found that a certuin Hayward Thomp-
son enlisted In the Marlne corps June
B, 1918, and was discharged January
6, 1019, He had a wife and three
children at Fle¢mington, Mo, and a
mother, Mra, Loulse Thompson, at
Chicago. The man with a shrapnel
wound In his head and no memory of
any relatives at all, telegraphed n

grént engerness to Flemingten, Ao,
und to Chieago. e recelved no
answer,

Not 80 long ngo a clean-cut young
man nppeared at a Los Angeles hospl-
tul. He wore an Amerlcan Leglon
button. When questioned as to who
he was he stated he did not know,
“I think I am thirty-twoe years oll”
he sald. “I am five feet, nine Inches
and welgh 130 pounds, My eyes are
gray and 1 have blond halr. 1 be-
lleve 1 was a soldier. If any one can
tell me who 1 am, or anything about
my post, plense let me know."” The
Los Angeles post of the Legion Is mak-
Ing every effort to help the man find
himself,
