THE NUMBER OF ANIMALS.

Recent Attempts to Tabulate the
Beasts That Perlih.

Evory now and then somo natural-
ist endeavors to uiako an npnroxlmata
numerical count of known nnlmal
species. This kind of attempt Is sure-
ly not without Interest, but It must bo
acknowledged that Its results aro vory

, uncertain. Wo nro far from knowing
all species, and thcro Is yet n dollght-fu- l

prospect nhend for those who lovo
systematic zoology and for zoologists
who bostow mutual honors by gllng
each other's names to somo animal
hitherto unknown.

As Kurmami remarked to a recent
meeting of naturalists at tho museum,
to which ho presented his "Catalogues
Mammallttm," tho species of rodents
known In 1SS0 wero only 370 In num-
ber; now they nro 1,900. Tho num-
ber has thus, at least, doubled In 27
years. Tho number of living species
of this creature now known Is about
1,600, divided among ICO gencrn. This
family Is tho most numerous of tho
clasB of mammalia. Wlsscn fur Alio.

A Standard Measure.
After being ten years In tho mak-

ing thcro has Just been deposited In
tho government standard weights and
measures strong room n now standard
yard measure. It Is mado ot 90 parts
of platinum and ten of Iridium, which
when combined aro not upset by
either heat or cold. After tho elabor-
ate marking It was submitted to a
number of tests, coming through nil
with high honors. Uvery year of tho
next ten years It will bo examined,
and If It varies by tho millionth part
of an Inch It will bo consigned to tho
rubbish heap, othcrwlso It will bo
como a standard. London Ngwb.

BIRDS TRAVEL ALONQ ROUTE8.

All Have Not Same Range Swallows'
Great Distance.

Tho routes by which birds pass to
and from ono country to another In

prlng and autumn aro regularly fol-

lowed. Ono great thoroughfaro, ot
course, is In tho spring from south to
north, and conversely iu tho autumn
from north to south, another Is south-
east to northwest; 11 third southwest
to northeast, with tho return Into tho
same starting points, says tho Scot-ma-

The great southern wintering region
is south of the north ot Africa nnd
extends to far beyond tho equator,
and from It, under tho breeding In-

stinct In spring, birds hurry nwny to
disperse themselves over tho wldo
spreading palnearctlc or northern
lands, which extend ns far, In tho
caso of some species, as a long way
within tho arctic circle. South of tho
equator during tho northern winter
tho migrants 11 y toward tho south pole
to breed. Tho seasonal rango limit
of somo of tho northern breeding
birds Is enormous several extending
from Patagonia to Greenland.

All migratory birds havo not tho
samo rango; somo fly longer, somo
shorter, distances. Tho best known
ot nil tho birds of passngo, tho swal-
low has one of tho longost ranges
from 7,000 to 10,000 mllox. In this
extended rango nro also Included such
birds as the giay plover, the knot, tho
pectoral and curlew saudplperB and
tho Asiatic golden plover.
