NUMBER OF CLAIMS,—The Blizzard group consists of seven full
and two fractional elaims, or, in the aggregate, 150 acres of ground,
These are by name: Bllzzard No, 3, Eagle Blrd, Butcher Bird, Bunny
Slope, Sparrow, Hornet, West, 8wift Fraction, Bellevue Fraction,

LOCATION OF PROPERTY.—This group of clalms is located in the
castern section of the great minernl zone of Goldfield In the Galdfield
mining district, Nye County, Nevada, This section of the zone, which
first shows prominently In the Red Top mine at the western boase of
Columbin Mountaln, Is at present o center of very considerable uctivity.
On the zone are situated all of the most prominent mines of the eamp,
During the past elghteen months this belt of mineral has ylelded over
