Steps Taken To.
Establish Medical

Clinic For Citizens
That a medical clinic to handle

tubercular patients, children, venereal'
patients, and persons afflicted with
general ailments, will be established
in Ogden In the nenr future, was the
statement ruaao today by Dr. J. R.
Morrell.

A meeting was held at the clt
ball last evening, which was attended
by Dr. T B. Beany, secretary of
the state board of health, the city
and county commissioner, and rep- -

resentatives of several children's or- -

gnnizations. and Institutions of the
city.

A mooting will bo held nt the City
hall Friday morning ior the purpose
Of further organizing the clinic.

Dr. Morrell said the state had an
appropriation of $1500 available for
a clinic In this eitv The city and
county commissioners pledged an
equal sum for the purpose of main
tainlnc a clinic for a year

PHYSICIANS ASSIGNED
He said that the clinic will be

iu rooms above tho Mclntyrc
Drug store, at the corner of Twenty-- !

fifth street and Washington aenuo,
and that various physicians of the
city would be assigned to hae
charge of the clinic on various dajs.
Such persons as could not afford
medical attention under ordinary cit -

CUmstances will be treated he said,
and in the children's department,
minor operation:; win he performed- -

Two pvUJc service nurses will be
at the clinic all the time and under

the present arrangement, all paitents
at the clinic will receive treatment
from the best physicians in the city,
with no charges irom the physicians.

Dr. Beam stated that the aim of
Ogden citizens should bo the organi-
zation of a social center, such as has
been ostabllshc-- In Salt Lake.

I ndcr present plans, no arrange-
ments have been made for handling
Of maternity cases

Dr. Morrell said a clinic could not
handle cases of this sort, a hospital
being necessary There Is a great
need in ogden for such an Institu-
tion, fie stated, and the fact that
there is none of this nature, is a
poor reflectio non the city.

CLASS FOR MOTHERS
Dr Morrell said that people were

awakening to the needs of social
service, in assisting those who are
without lunds to secure medical at-
tention, and said that classes would
be established in connection with
the clinic for the purpose of teaching
mothers the pixpe: methods of feed
Ing and clothing children.

Children's diseases will be given
ev furl attention Tubercular persons,
whose life is threatened by lack of
funds to fiht against the disease,
will have 'heir struggle alleviated as
far as possible.

Eye, ear. nose and throat special- '

lata will attend to children whoso
condition warrants expert treatment,
and all patients at the clinic will be
accorded the best possible medical
serice. at no expense to themselves.
