In cleaning
kitchen tables and woodwork, water
s.iould not be allowed to soak intb
cracks and dark corners, carrying w ith
,t parilcles ol food for tne nourishment
o. bacteria and insects.

linoleum, if used to cover the tloor,
fhould be well fitted at tho edges to
prevent water from running under-- i
neath,

fnere should be neither Cracks nor
crevices In wall or floor, and no dark
corners or Clipboards
hi w hich dust, food particles, und

'moisture can accumulate Such con-
ditions not only attract mice and

(roaches, but furnish favorable soil fori
the development of moulds and Cungil
Which by their growth affect food

Waging a constant warfare against
the development ui bacteria consll-- ,

Itutes a large part ol t;ood housekeepi-
ng".

All cooking utensils should he thor-
oughly WSSIhed, scalded and dried be-- I
foro they are put away; the use ofj
carelessly washed dishes is bad. Enam-
eled or agate ware which has begun
to chip should be discarded. Dish-- 1

cloths and towels should be washed'
and boiled after using, and if possible.1
aired in the sun.

Every place In which food is kept
should 'have constant care. The re-

WILD DUCKS ON INCREASE
UNDER NEW LAWS IN

NORTH DAKOTA

'By International News Service)
IJISMAKi'K. S. D. Wild ducks and

prairie chlckena are more plentiful in
North Dakota than at any time since
the state was a veritable hunters' para- -

dlse. according to George M Hogue,
secretary of the state fish und game
commission

Mr. Hoguc recently returned from
a tour of the northern section of
North Dakota where cheap farm lands
are attracting heavy Immigration He
found 'that thousands of wild ducks
had nested and raised their broods on
the streams and little lakes with
which the region .(bounds and declares
he could hardly walk a quarter of a
mile on Hi' prairie without flushing
a covey of prairie chickens.

"The increase in game birds." said
Mr Hogue. has been aided by the
mlgratoiy bird laws and the recent
treaty with Canada restricting slaugh-
ter. Formerly hunters killed In the
spring when the birds were mating, as
well as in the fall Because of this
Indiscriminate shooting. ducks and
geese In their northward migrations
in the spring passed on to Canada.
Only the blue and green wing teal
continued to nest south of the Inter- -

national line Now the birds realize J
that North Dakota is a spring sanctu-ary- .
