Ventilation has a direc hearing on
health, although contraiy to former
bellel. the actual amount of oxygen in
the uir la not ordinarily the most im-
portant factor; even badly ventilated
rooms contain more than enough to
support life.

Tbe factors o? prime Importance In
ventilation are temperature, humidity,
air movements, and the number of1
peraong In a given space since the
greater the distance from oiii- - another,
ihe lege is the probability lhat dis-
ease will be spread.

I loom temperature should not be
above 70 degreea Fahrenheit nnd. ex-

cept for the aged or sick, it Is better
to be between 80 and 8S degreea,

Some moisture in the air is desir-
able; (Che amount neeued la from GO

per cent to 55 per cent of the total
nmlature thai the air can hold at a
given temperature.

Wo have no apparatus to decrease
humidity In the air of house, and in
summer ni e obliged to endure humid-
ity, If excessive, no matter how un-- j
comfortable it may be.

But in winter the air In most houses
la loo dry, so that the mucous mem-- ,

brunts of the nose and throat often
become lrrilatacd and susceptible to
infection.

Most lo-- H. systems, particularly
Jn small buildings, make no proyurton
for supplying moisture.

Keeping water In open dishes or on
jor near radiators Is often recomuiend-ed- ,

and would greatly improve the
condition of the air. If people remem-
bered to keep the dishes filled.

Stagnant air is harmful. Air should
be in constant though not nccessarllj
perceptible motion. Air about the
body. If motionless, nets like a warm
moist blanket, preventing the pass-
age of heat from the body.

The three factors, heating, humidity,
and air motion must be considered to-
gether.

Every person requires each hour
about 3000 cubic feet of air. nnd the
problem of heating and ventilating la

'that of providing this amount In gen-
tle motion, at u temperature of about
5t degrees Fahrenheit, and of humid-
ity from 50 to 55 per cent-Highe-

temperatures and stagnant
air cause disinclination to work, head-
ache, nauseau. restlessness, or sleep-
lessness, nnd If continued are likely to
result in loss of appetite ar.d anemia.

The more Mine spent in the open air
tho better; since, however, mort per-
sons who work nun "pni1 the great-
er part of the day Indoor?, ventilation
is a matter of great importance.
