DRIED DEANS.
If you would uso dried beans as a

meat substitute remember two details.
All beans require long, slow cooking
and the addition of fat. The long
cooking softens the skins and makesthem digestible and the fat adds the
elehient lacking in bean.-

There are at least eight varieties
of dried beam to choose from whilespeckled and colored. Tho colored
boons are richer in flavor than wh. e
beans.

BAKED BEANS.
Three cups navy beans, H pound

salt pork. 4 dessertspoon salt. 2
dessertspoons molasses, dessert-spoons sugar. 1 teaspoon mustard, 1

CUP I'Olling water, l small onion.
Pick over beans. Wash through

several waters. Let stand over night
In 3 quarts of cold water. It 'he
beans are this year's crop two hours
will bo long enough for them to stand
in water.

Drain. Put In kettle with fresh
cold water to a little more thancover. Add 4 teaspoon soda. Bring
to the boiling point and let boll five
minutes. Drain and rinse tn cold
water Put onion In the bottom of
the bean pot. Scald rind of pork and
scrape- well. Cut off a thin slice andput in bean pot.

Cut through the rind of the re-
maining piece in half-inc- h squares.
Pour half tho beans In the bean pot.
Add the salt pork and the rest of the
beans. Pour ovor the seasonings
mixed with the l.oilinc water. Add
enough more boiling water to cover
beans. Cover bean pot and bako in
a slow ovon ,for six hours. Add more
water as necessary during the first
tour hours of baking. Then pull thepork to the top of the beans to
brown. Lot the liquor cook aw.i
about half.

BEAK STI
One CUp dried lima beans, 1 cup

sliceel raw potatoes. 1 cup diced car-
rots, 3 tablespoons butter, 2 cupjtomato Juice, Z tablespoons catsup.
1 teaspoon salt. teaspoon pepper.

Wash beans and soak over night !n
cold water. Drain and put In kettle
with cold water to more than cover.
Simmer for an hour after the beans
begin to boll. Add potatoes and
carrots and salt and pepper.

Cook an hour longer, adding water
to prevent burning. Let the water
cook away as the vegetables become
tender. Add butler, tomato Juice n,
catsup, and simmer half an hour.
Servo with soda crackers.

BEAK PATTIES
One-ha- lf cup black beans. 1 tea-

spoon salt, tablespoons bacon fnt,cup cracker crumbs, 3 table-spoons chill sauce, 1 egg.
Wash beans and soak over nJtghl

Boll until tender In salted water to
Cover Drain and rub through a
s.e-ve-. Add chili sauce, bacon fat.
and crumbs to bean pulp. Mix well
and stir in egg slightly beaten. Ifmoist enough tO shape well add a
little milk. Shape in a roll and let
become firm.

Cut in half-Inc- h slices, roll in flour
aud fry a golden brown first on one
sldo and then on the other In hoidrippings in a frying pan.
