BERLIN", July 1 Bullrushes as a

substitute for raw material in the
manufacture of print paper Is an ex-
periment now engaging tho attention
of German manufacturers rheir in-

dustries are suffering not only from
a coal shortage and the high prices
this conimodltv Is commanding, but
chieflv by the lack of raw materials

Conditions have gTown steadilj
worse from day to day, until at pres
enr a paper like the Berlinger Tage-bla- tt

is selling for thirty times Its pre-
war price, and even then, the present
price, as high as It Is, hag not kept
pace with the depreciation of the
mark

A cubic meter of wood suitable for
ihe manufacture of print paper, which
cost 12 to 14 marks before the war.
was selling on May 1. 1922, for 1200I marks. A carload or ten tons, of print
paper, costing 200 marks before the
war, now sells for 160,000 marks.

Even before the war Germany wa9
forced to import large quantities ot
Russian wood In order to cover the de
mand for rellui fabrics Native
supplies of wood, never adequate for
home demands, have been depleted bv
inevitable deforestation and neglect
during the war
