IngH on the sacrificial altar were re-- ,
Jacted while thoso of Abel wero ac-
cepted. So Cain picked up a big
club, sneaked up on Abel and blud-
geoned him. Thin Cain bent over
Abel and was stained with the blood
of his foul deed.

Now, If tho censors oidcr this
murder scene eliminated they arc ar-
rogating unto themselves tno right
to censor the Bible and tho Bible,
you know, Is Bold In all the best book
Stores. Its sale has never been re-
stricted. Th Gideons place free
Bibleg In hotel rooms and many who
have never read the book before br
conii 6o engrossed with such epi-
sodes as the murder of Abel ihal
they purloin the volume to continue
tbolr reading when they leave the
hotel. The Bible is the most stolen
book ever published.

Other murders, much more
smoothly accomplished than the
murder of Abel, have been ordered
cut from films. If the censors allow
tho Biblical murder to be. shown
and they will prove themselves pin-hea-

If they do not how can they
Order eliminations of murder
in future films?

How could they eliminate so classi-
cally an executed murder as that In
'Hamlet?"

There are other scenes In the film-
ing of the Old Testament that will
give the centers pause. For Instance.
EJve. There s to be little I.sput-a.-

to whether Eve was clothed When
she entered the Garden of Eden.
Many hold thnt this would be a much
better world If mankind had never
devised clothing.

censors say to that? Was Eve
Indecent? Was the Garden of Eden
an immoral place? Ought the masses
be forbidden to peep Into Eden '

of the picture version made
by a company under the auspices ot
the Italian government. Five years
wrro required for tho work and It is
claimed that the cost was $3. "00 000,
most of tho episodes being photo-grapho- d

on the locations where they
are supposed to have occurred. The
film Is being distributed in America
by tho National Pic-
tures for use In schools and churches
Consors cannot Interfere with such
exhibitions, but a 12 reel version has
been prepared for theatrical exhibi-
tion. It Is that version which I saw
and whtcfa I believe will show the
censors Just how silly and futile the
idea of censorship really is.
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The movies hae Increased the
reading of tho works of Dumas. Bal-
zac Dickens and other classics.
Whenever a book is photodrmmatlxed
there Is a definite reaction on the
libraries, uftcn every copy of a book
whose circulation has been almost
negative for years will be withdrawn
from public libraries when the story
la filmed. This series of Old Testa-
ment pictures ought to stimulate In-

terest In the works of David, Bsoklel.
Sdomon and others of the ancient
masters.

Occasionally some bright wit gets
funny about the filming of tho Blblo.
but where has anything been written
more romantic than the loe story
of the Shulamlte woman or more
dramatic than the destruction of So-

dom and Gomorrah?
