BUILDING THE GALLERY

IN THE RAILROAD SHOPS

Foreman Eastman Is pushing along
work on the now shop gallery rapidly
and nearly two thirds of tho structural
iron has been placed in position tor
the concrete and oak flooring Tne
stairway leading to the west end of
tho gallery and the first sections of
the structure have been entirely com
pleted and on Monday noxt the air
brake department will be removed to
its new location Other departments
will follow as tho floors aro complet-
ed and tho entire gallery will have
been completed and equipped with
benches and new machinery heron
April 1 As the lighter machinery
is removed from the first floor to its
new location above the first floor will
be covered with heavy concrete and
the sixteen now pieces of machinery
en route from eastern manufactories
will be added to the heavy equip-
ment now in the big south shop nak
ing It the most complete and modern

J M Forrlstall manager of the Og
den Fruit Growers association who
Las just returned with his wlte from-
an extended visit in Calilornla pro
dcts several things in connection vntn
ho local fruit business which uli bo
oi interest to Ogden growers

While visiting tho various fruit sec-

tions

of California Mr Forristail was
assured by tho commission teen that
there was It market In Southern Cali-
fornia

for Utah apples it tho same were
properly packed Especial stress was
laid on the matter of packing till
commission people stating that a God
psck was absolutely necessary H

I inh fruit was to llnd a reliable mar-
ket

In their state Utah apples ba ° e
from time to time found their way
to the markets mentioned but al-

though

some were found to be well
packed that condition could not bs de
ppndod upon which of course injur-
ed the reputation of Utah apploc The
quality and flavor were unchallenged-

Mr Forristall made particular Inves-
tigation

of machinery for preparing
fruit for market lie spent several
days In the orange district In the vi-

cinity
¬

of Los Angeles Redlands and
elsewhere where he carefully inspect-
ed

¬

all tho various methods used In-

gathering grading sorting wrnpiIng
packing and storing oranges as well
us other fruits Ho was particularly
interested in tho only plant in the
sate which prepares its fruit entirely
by machinery printing Its own wrap-
pers and enclosing the trait automati-
cally This plant also manu ctuwa
its fruit boxes from wood pulp 20
carloads of which material in huge
sheets was on the tracks at tho rim
Mr Forristall was there

The officials tho plant stated thnt
the machine for wrapping oranges was-
a success in every way and they were
tying to perfect a similar ova which
would handle peaches Their shorts
however were not as yet entirely suc-
cessful

¬

the peaches so much
more liable to slight bruises nu1 the
resultant discoloration and decay Mr
Forristall was of the opinion lliit our
local white apples could not be pack-
ed by machinery for shipment to the
California markets owing to their ex-

treme
¬

sensitiveness to bruIser The
reel apples however ho thought could
be very Buecessiully handled they
being of a more hardy nature

Mr Forriatall found much to con-
vince him that Utah was not getting-
a fair deal from the transportation
companies east of Utah While Cali-
fornia fruit growers receive a flat rate
to all points east of the Missouri river
Utah growers are not given the same
consideration but must put up with a
variable rate according to the desti-
nation

¬

of their shipments The Ogden
association will make a strenuous ef-

fort
¬

to relieve the situation In this sec-
tion and obtain if possible a fairer
rate for the fruit growers
