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BUSY DAYS IN THE SHEEP PEN

The lambing season Is now here and
tho shepherd who loves his sheep and
is in tho business for profit can call no
hour day or night his own until all
the Iambi have been dropped and have
been properly cared for

This Is particularly true of a largo
thick but oven on the average farm
where a dozen or two of owes are kept
IOTH of lambs Is almost certain to occur
unless greatest care Is taken to pro-
vide

¬

the owes with warm comfortable
quarters and proper feed at the crit ¬

ical time
The owes should be separated from

the main flock and If each owe could
have a little pen for her own so much
the better By thIs arrangement the
shepherd can look after each owe much
hotter than If they arc allowed to run
with the nock

In the case of twins the ewe fre-
quently

clings to one and rejects the
other and this Is frequently the
stronger one

If the weakling does not get his sup-
ply

and If this Is not possible It must bo
brought up by hand on cows milk

At first the milk must bo slightly
warmed and the lamb should be fed
at least a dozen times a day The I

number oC feedings can be gradually
reduced until the lamb IOHTIIS to drink
