No Danger of Fire
hospital is situated on Twenty-

street, between Capltal and
Harrison avenues. The site Includes
three acres of land. The buflding Is
constructed largely of red
brick, and will be ag nearly fireproof
as g hospltal ean e made. There will
be no fire In the building for heating
purposes Heat and power will he
supplied from a smaller structure,
ballt also of brick and standing nearly
i hundred yards from the hospital
proper Llittle worlk has been done as
vet on the grounds surrounding the
institution, as this Improvement can
walt untll next spring. when
grounds will be sodded and otherwlse
heautified

The main building will have four
floors, the three upper ones for the
uge of patienis and the basement for
kitchens, sleeping quarters for the
Lhelp and other service rooms. It will
be possible, should the increase In pa-
tients demand i, to accommodate
some inmiates on this floor.

Eliminating Noise.

The staircase, reaching from the
ground to the top floor, is bullt not
within the bullding, but In a small ad-
dition to the maln part of the strue-
ture on the alde Being parti-
tioned off in this way eliminates any
poise which might be caused by per
sons clmbing up and down the steps
The elimination of noise is being con
sidered an important feature by the
builders
The second floor will be called the
“mixed"” floor, that is, there will be
no division of patients because of sex.
The third floor will be exclusively de-
voted to female patients and the
fourth to male patients. This makes
it necessary that the second floor lake
care of both men and women. The
gecond flor will also be the receiving
department, and. one might say, the
diagnosis department, for it will be
determined here whether the patient
is 1o lose a dilseased appendix or be
treated for typhold fever. From this
floor he will be taken to more perma-
nent quarters on either of the upper
floors.

Robert Ash was arralgned before
Judge Murphy a few days ago _nnd
pleaded not guilty to vagrancy. The
clty was not ready to hear the case
and it was postponed until yesterday
when Officer Herrlek appeared
as a witness. The result of the tes-
timony glven was that the court
fonnd the man guilty and sentenced
him to serve sixty days in jall, or
pay a fine of $60

The officer stated that when arrest-
ed, Ah was in company with two
boys of Salt Lake who were running

away from home, and that they rep-
resented to him that Ash had lead
them to believe that he could get

work for them on a Wyoming ranch.
The three had come to Ogden from
Salt Lake, beating thelr way over
the railroad. The two boys were ar-
rested and afterwards returned to
thelr parents In the capital city.

Ash denied that he had anything
to do with the boys getting away
from home and that he did not know
thevy were escaping from their par-
ents. He admlitted he was with the
boys when arrested and that he had
told them he thought they could get
work on & cow ranch in Wyoming,
“ranging horses,” He did not know
the hoys were under age, and had no
thought of doing wrongz when he as-
soclated with them

“They were young boys and you
surely knew they were under age and
ought not to be away from home,
said the Judge, "and when you under-
took to aid them In getting out of
the state you commiited a wrong that
deserves a heavy punishment. T will
teach yon a lesson to be more care-
ful in the future, by fining you £60
or to serve sixty days in the elty
Jall  This matter may be given fur-
ther investigation and if it is discov-
ered that you were éntirely innocent
of alding the boys Lo run away, steps
may be taken to secure a pardom from
the mayor for you. At the present
time, though. T am certain that a
sixty-day penalty 18 none too heavy,
There are too many boys leaving
their homes and those who aid them
in any way to accomplish their pur-
poses. deserve no leniency from the
courls.
