In 1840, nineteen years after his
death, the body of Napoleon WS
brought back to Paris and placed be-
neath the splendld dome of the Church
of the Invalldes. The church Is a
square pile of 198 feet, and over

Directlly beneath
it Is an open cireular crypt, which s
twenty feet deep below the floor of
the church, and thirty-six feet in dl
amoter In the middle of this open
well riges the tomb of the emperor,
who was born In Ajacelo, Corsica, Ip
1769, and dled at St. Helenn., The sar-
cophigus measures Lhirteen feel In
length and g slx aod onehalf feot
wide and fourteen and threa-quarters
feel deep, It I8 made of red granite
fromm Finland. On the wmosale lloor
are Inlald the names of elght of Na-
poleon’s greal buattes: Rivoll, the Pyr
amids, Marengo, Austerlitz, Jeua,
Friedland, Wagram, Muscova. About
the wall are twelve colossal figures
symbolizing the victories of the gread
warrlor, und captured flags stand
about the bler

to come from high up in the tower.
