curity The security thus offered
must be notes and bills adopted for

under rules laid down by
the federal reserve board, which may
Issue up to $500,000,000 in notes

The federal reserve banks must
hold 3 per cent in gold of the
nmount of notes advanced The notes
also hecoinc a firsl and permanent
lien on all the assets of the federal
reserve banks

Tho element of elasticity is ob-
tained, according to administration of-
ficials, In the levying of an interest
charge on the. note issue This rate
is to be established by the federal re-
serve board with due regard to the
prevailing charge in the money mar-
ket. It is calculated that a fall In
the demand for money accompanied
by a decline In the market rate of
interest would furnish an incentive
for the retirement of the treasury
rotes.

In permitting the federal reserve
board to direct the transfer of funds
among federal reserve banks, the
board may at Its own discretion act

as a clearing house for the reserve
banks and can require the federal re- -

serve hanks In turn to act as a clear- -

ing house for shareholding banks.
