I Mexico City, Aug 10 The Huerta
demonstration which had boen await -

cd with great fear by the forelfm
IVBldentfl of rh Mexican capital, took
place today without any untoward ln-- i
cldent occuring to justify the globmy
predictions that had been made.

The Mexican government kept Its1
pledge that the occasion should not
be taken by agltatora to encourage
the antl American feeling here. 1 he
belief among the government's sup- -

porters here tonight Is that General
Huerta has been rebuked by the
Mexican populace of the better class
for the demonstration failed to de- -

velop the enthusiasm that had been
promised by the provisional presl- -

dent's friends.
As a manifestation of confidence

In encouragement for Huerta, the
whole affair fell flat. The "vlvai
that marked the triumphal entry' of
Francisco Maderc after he had
crushed Porflrio Diaz were com-

pletely lacking
During the entire parade there was

I' no evidence of antl American feeling,
j It Is believed that the leaders were

warned that the relations between
thl6 country and the United States

f were too unsettled to permit any
outbreak at the present time. Dis-

SULZER WILL FIGHT

AGAINST REMOVAL;
Albany. X. Y . Aug. 10 Articles

of impeachment decluring Governor
Sulzer unfit to hold office of trust
In, New York state, were drafted to-

day by legislative lenders in confer-
ence with Eugene Lamb Richards,
counsel for the FYawley committee
at Saratoga.

Governor Sulx.er will exert every
possible force in resisting removal,
and as bis first move will Issue a
statement tomorrow answering
charges before the P'rawley commit-
tee. Louis Marshall, the governors
chief adviser, stayed at the executive
mansion tonight

The Krawley committee has split
on the advisability of bringing im-

peachment proceedings The y

favors Impeachment, and the
committee report will carry that rec-

ommendation, but the minority ad-

vocates prosecution with no action
by the legislature.

These were the developments In
the scandal involving the governors
alleged misuse of part of his cam-

paign funds In Wall street stock
gambling.

The split In the committee was sig-

nificant the minority claiming that
impeachment would fall because un-

der Sulzers call for tho special ses-

sion of the legislature no mention
was made of the Inquiry, and there-

firm was not speculative and con-

sisted of a loan on stock and col-

lateral. He denies that he ever
speculated in Wall street

IN STORMS

Phialdelpbla, Aug. 10 Death, de-

vastation and iremendoua property
lots is left In the wake of the worst
storm in years, which struck Philadel-
phia and the surrounding country at
4 o'clock this ufternoon. Accompan-
ied by a Bizty-mli-e wind, great blak
clouds and largo hullstone3, every-
thing frali or weak feli in tho path
of the gust

The worst accident reported was In

Palrmounl park, where a band pavili-
on near George's hall collapsed, catch-
ing at least 1100 persons In the ruins.
They had taken refuge from the
storm In the pavilion A baby Is dead
and fifteen injured persons are In the.
local hospitals Moro than 100 In-

jured managed to drag themselves to
their homes. Only tne fact that the
pavilion wae of light construction,
without any real heavy Joists, pre-

vented a terrible catastrophe
Killed by Falling Tree.

Agneu Murphy. 22 years old, was
killed at City Line by a falling tree,
under which she took refuge

James McNamee, 11 months old
was killed by a falling tree at Forty
eighth street and Lancaster avenue.
Patrick McNamee. the baby's father,
was Injured

Seeral other deaths were reported,
but not verified.

Mattle L. Greiner was drowned at
Port Richmond Her male compani-
ons were endeavoring to get ashore
when the gu6t seemed to lift tho
woman bodil from the boat. Her
body has not been recovered.

At the height of tho storm a large
sightseeing automobile carrying a
crowd of plcknlckers was being
pushed to ita utmost to get the gay
merrymakers under cover The wind
blew the flowing necktie of the driver
into his face. He lost control for an
Instant, and the big machine was
thrown into a tree. Seven of tho
occupants were Injured.

Sneh are the words u?ed editorial-
ly in the current Issue of the Army
and Navy Journal in commenting on
President Wilson's policv in dealing
with the Mexican situation.

more witnesses Tuesday in strength-
ening Its case regarding the trip to 'a
Reno and th-- residence there under
assumed names. The examination of
these witnesses will require all Tues-
day morning and part of the after-
noon session.

One of tho voting women, probably
Marsha Warrington, may be placed
on tho stand Tuesdav afternoon, said
Roche, and It is not Impossible that
her examination will not be begun
until Wednesday morning

Outline of Defense.
While the attorneys for tho de-

fense have given hints of their In
tended attitude, the first definite out-

line of the defendant's case was given
Ivy a representative of the defense
todav The Informant Intimated that
no attempt would lie matin to dis-
prove the allegations regarding the
flight fo Ren. and the establishing
of a residonco there, but that the de
tense would be offered that th" trip
was not taken for any specific Im-

moral purpose The defense also
will be made that the women enter-
ed freely and without coercion Into
