lingness of the under tenant to be-

come bound to the performance of the
covenant contained lu the original
grant and also In the importance to
the lersor of a reversionary interest,
without which, under the old Euglish
practice, he could not recover his reut
by distraint.

Sometimes this reversion was for
only three days or even for only one
day, but usually in long terms the
last year was retained Out of th s
came the popular notion that the law
provided this distraint, and heme
leases were made for 99 or 999 years
when there was no rason whatever
for any such odd period of time.

In England there was In special
cases a restraint on corporations ol
ecclesiastical persons prohibiting the
demise of lands belonging to them to
tho impoverishment of their succes.-- .

CALIFORNIA'S RANK AS A MIN
ERAL PRODUCER.

California, first among the states
west of the Mississippi and fifth
among all the states in the total value
of lt3 mineral production, rests Its
principal claim to distinction as a

mineral producer on its output of pe
troleum In this it leads all the
other states, as does Pennsylvania in
the production of coal. The total
value of the mineral production in
1912, according to Edward W. Park

of the United States Geological
was $92.S37.374, an Increase ot

$2,216,710 over 1911.
In the quantity of petroleum pro

duced, California Is credited with
nearly 40 per cent of the total output
of the United States. The gold pro-

duced in California holds second place
In the mineral production of the state
and first place among the slates. Pe
troleum and gold represent about 42

and 23 per cent respectively of Cali-

fornia's mineral output.
NVxt to gold the principal metal

product of California Is copper, the
production of which decreased from
36,316.136 pounds In 1911 to 33.451,672
pounds in 1912. but the value increas-
ed from $4,539,517 to $5,519,626.

In addition to being first in the
production of petroleum and gold

California is also the premier pro
duclng 6tate in asphalt and qukksll
ver and enjoys a monopoly In the pro
ductlon ot borax and magnesite. the
combined value of these substances
being over $3,000,000. The othei
mineral products of commercial iui
porlance In California are chromlte
coal, feldspar, fuller's earth, gem BU
terlala, gypsum. Infusorial earth. Iron

ore. lime. manKaneae ore. mineral
paints, mineral waters, platinum, pu

mice, pyrlte. quartz labratd'. a . salt
land'aad gravel, sand lime brick, sul
phurlc acid, talc and tungsten (con
centrales.)
