Will Decide Attitude in
Mexican Situation.

THREE RESOLUTIONS UP

Leaders Awaiting Result of In-
vestigations—Steps to Pro-
tect Foreigners Being
Considered.

Washington, Feb. ~=Upon the
developments of the next day or two
in the case of Willlam S, Benton, the
British ranchman executed by the

Mexiean Constitutionalist general,
Villa, at Juarez, seems to rest wheth-
er the senate will take a hand in the
Mexlean situation.

Acting Chairman Shively of the
foreign relations committee, after a
conference with President Wilson to-
day said |f the senate discussed Mex-
ico, it would probably be upon some
of the pending resolutions which for
months have been slde-tracked. that
the administration might be left free
to deal with the problem.

There are three such resolutions.
One by Senator Penrose proposes
that United States troops be placed
in Mexico as a constabulary for the
protection of Americans Another
by Senator Fall proposes to put the
senate on record to the effect that
Americans and thelr property must
be protected, Still another by Sen
ater Sheppard concerns recognition
of the belligerency of the constitu-
tionalists

If administration leaders let the
Mexican situation break out in sen-
ate debate, it probably would be
upon either or both of the first two.

Secretary Bryan today declined to
discuss, deny or affirm whether he
had demanded production of Benton's
body. An examination of its wounds,
it was pointed out, probably would

the bope that the proposal of the
United States would prove generally
acceptable to the other powers.

Mr. Acland emphasized the unde-
sirability of publishing anything at
pregent which might tend to Increass
the chances of danger 1o HBritish
property at the hands of the con-
tending parties in Mexico.

Sign'ficant Cheer in House.

A significant cheer was given by
the members of the house when Sir|
| Edward Grey said that Sir Cecil
| Spring-Nice, the British ambassador
| at Washington, hold told Secretary
| of State Bryan thatl publle opinion In
! BEurope was llkely to be seriously af-
| fected by General Villa's actions.
| Sir BEdward Grey explained fully
that Great Britain did not hold the
United States responsible for Villa's
acts but he sald the British govern-
| ment was powerless to take any
measures in the disturbed reglon
Several members questioned the sec-
retary for foreign affalrs to make
sure that the government was taking
all possible steps to learn the facts
of the Benton case,

Walter Hines Page the American
ambassador, expressed his personal
regret at the killing of Benton in an
informal talk today with Sir Edward
Grey.

Benton's Death Called Plain Murder.

Newspaners throughout the British
Isleg today gave a prominent place
| to Information and comment on the
killing of Benton. the general tenor
of remnrke belng that the execution
was plain murder

“The pacification of Mexico is an
object we honestly desire to see ac-
complished, but it is impossible to
effect it by British Intervention. We
flo not intend to make any attempt of
that character, which would be both
Tutile and impolite.”

This is the attitude of the British
forelgn office as outlined in the
house of commons by Francis Dyke-
Acland. He promised to lay the pa-

pers in subject of Mexico before the
house of commong nas soon as possl-
ble, but he added significantly
Interesting Papers From U. S,
“The most Interesting papers al
the British foreign office, however,
are communications made nt various
times with the government of the
United States concerning Iits poliey
and its viewing of facts. Some of
these are of a confidential character
and 1 cannot include them in a blue
book without asking the consent of
the United States government,”

Sir Cecll Spring-Rice, the British
ambassador, continued to await re.
ports, the result of the killing of
Benton, before reporting to his gov-
ernment at London

Senator Shively, acting chairman
of the fereign relations committee,
conferred with President Wilsan
about forelgn affalrs and got all the
information received by the presl
dent on the killing of Benton, The
senator sawd afterward that the Ben
ton incldent was “'still In process of
investigation.'

Senator Shively was of the opinion
that the Mexican situation would not
be generally debated in the senate, at
least untl]l all the facts in the Bepn:
ton case had been gathered, and‘
then, {1 it came up, the subject would
be introduced in connection wnhl
pending resolutions asking that thel
United States take certaln steps to
protect foreigners in Mexlico.

Request Benton's Body.

El Paso, Texas, Feb, 23 —The re-
quest of the state depariment for the
body of W. S. Benton, made last Sat-
urday  has met with no response,
George ¢ Carothers of the consular
sarviee, visited Juarez today for a
reply but none had come

Mr. Carothers learned that Gustav
Bauch, the German-American belng
tried by the rebels as a spy, ls still
safe ut Chihuahua, and received re-
newed assurances that he would not
be executed unless found guilty

Bauch is sald to have given the
only damaging testimony against
himself, while rebel friends testifled
to hig apparent harmlessness. Bauch
told the military court that he had
been running an engine for the fed
orals between Cludad Porfirle Diaz
and Monclova, carried a pass from
the federa] government and had
many friends among the Huertaistas.

“Why did you come to Juarez?” he
whs asked.

“Oh, just to get drunk,” he lg quot-
cd as replying.

Bauch Has Rebel Friends

His rebel friendg confirmed this re
ply and declared their opinlon that
he was harmless

No word was recelved as to when
the fifteen rejected American sol
diers will he returned from Chihua-
hua. It Is hoped that among them
will be found at least some of Lhe
foreigners reported missing—Harry
Compton, Roger Laurence, and a
man named Curtis

London, Feb. 23.—The putting to
death of Willlam S. Benton, a Britizh
subject, by General Francisco Villa.
Mexican rebel leader at Juarez, has
aroused the British parliament and
people to a keen apprebension of the
British interests involved in the Mex-
ican situation.

The killing of Benton was the
principal subject for discusslon in
the house of commons thie afternoon,
A full house listened with intense in-
terest to the explanation given hy
8ir Edward Grey, foreign minister,
and Sir Francis Dyke-Acland, par-
liamentary under secretary for for
elgn affalrs They spoke of the Brit
ish government's attitude and dis-
cussed thelr communications with
Washington

Francis Dyke-Acland replied with
an emphatle “certainly” when asked
if the Britlsh government was re
paired to cowoperate heartlly with

Sir Edward Grey said

“Before this incident eoccurred the
United States government had, at our
request, impressed upon the leaders
of the constitutionalist party in Mex
ico, the necessity of respecting the
lives of forelgners. 1 should like to
add that the fact tbhat our communi
cating with the government of the
United States does not of course,.im:
ply thag it has any responsibility for
what has taken place

Senator Teller's reputation hecame
nation-wide when he made his fa-
mous speech in debate in congress
upon the repeal of the Sherman law
| which provided for the demonetiza-
tion of silver. Then, in course of
one of the most sensationnl speeches
ever given in the senate chamber,
Senator Teller made his famous
| statement, known as the “Sensation
of the Senate.”

Teller's Famous Speech,

George M. Pullman, Henry M. Stan-
ley, the explorer; Willlam A. Clark,
who subsequently became United
States senator from Montana, Teller
opened a law office and at once he-
came referee in disputes over mining
clalms_  The rough “rules and cus-
toms” of lode mining as amplified
by Teller were recognized as furnish:
ing title to mining clalms and be-
came the basia of federal legislation
in 1866 governing mining.

In 1863-64 Teller served as major-
general of the territorial militia and
participated In campalgns against the
Indians. He alded in promoting and |
building the Colorado Central rail
road from Central City to Denver in
1866 and until hig death continued to
take an active part in the industrial
and commercial development ot
Colorado.

Joins Repub'ican Party.

A Democrat in early life, Teller
joined the Republican party on its
organization. He took an active part
in the eampaign which resulted fin
the admission of Colorado to state-
hood in 1876 and was elected United
States genator by the first assembly
which convened November 1, that
year, He was re-elected for the term
beginning March 4, 1877 and served
in the senate until appointed to a
cabinet position by President Arthur

in 1882, Upon retiring from the cab-
Inet in 1885, Teller was re-elected

to the senate and served continuous-
Iy untll 1909, During his carcer in
the upper branch of congress, Sen-
ator Teller served as chalrman of
the committees on pensions, patenis,
mines and mining and as member of
the commlittees on claims, rallroads,
judiclary, public Jands and appro-
priations.
Leading Silver Advocate.
For years Senator Teller was one
of the leading advocates of bimetal-
Ism and his convictions finally led
to a break with the Republican party
in 1896, when he led the silver holt
from the national convention after |
the adoption of the gold standard |
plank His return to Colorado from
that conventlon was marked by a

He said

“I say it in cool and calm delibera-
tion, weighing well mv words, that
if the Republican party stands
the gold standard, the four sllver
producing states will not hereafter
be able to ucl in co-operation with
this (the United States) or any other
bhody "

In the councils of the Republicun
party, and subsequent to 1896 in the
Democratic party, Senator Teller was
a power, He bolted the Republican
piarty during the conventlon in St
Louis in 1896, after the standard
plank had been adopted, His ac-
tions in that convention won such
respect for him In Colerado, that
notwithstanding his renunciation of
the Republican party, he was re-elect-
ed to the United States senate where
he continued his work as one of the
| leaders of that bodv until March 4,
1909.

Builder of Pioneer Road.

One of the late senator's most am-
bitious commercial endeavors was
the construction of the old Colorado
Central railroad, a ploneer road
through the extremely mountainouns
