OFFICIALS.

The cities of group 2, population
300,000 to 500,000, Include Buffalo, San
Francisco, Mllwaukee, Cincinnatl, Los
Angeles, Newark, New Orleans Wash-
ington and Minneapolls, The mayors
of Cincinnati and of New Orleans re-
c¢oived the largest salaries for citles
of this group—$10,000 a year—while
the salaries of mayors in the other
cities ranged from $4.000 in Milwaukee
to $6,000 in San Francisco. The city
clerk of Newark heads the llat for
cities In thisg group, recelving a salary
of $7,600 a year, while the city clerks
of the alght other citles ranged from
$2,400 in Log Angeles to $4,100 in Cin-
cinnati. The controller of Newark,
N. 1., recelved a salary of $5,000 a year
while the controllers of Minneapolls,
Milwauken and Buffalo recelved $4,000
each. Four cities in group 2, namely,
Buffalo, Milwaukee, Clnclonat! and
Minneapollg paid salaries of $5.000 &
year to their treasurer or chamber-
lains, Loe Angeles pald a salary of
$2.400; Washington, D, C,, $3,000; San
Francisco, $4,000; and Newark, N. J,
$4,500. The auditor of Cinclonat| is
pald a salary of $5000 a year: of Buf-
falo, $2600; of Ban Francisco and

of Los Angéles, $3000: and of New

Orleans, $3600. The assessor of San
Francisco {s pald $8,000 a year which
Is the highest for any eity in this
group. The salariegs of assesors in
other cities ranged from $2,000 In
Washington to $4,200 in Minneapolis.
