Pastor Muossell preached today from
the text, “Wee unto you, lawyers! for
ye have taken away the Key of Knowl-
edze: ve entered not in rourselves, and
them (hat were entering in ye hinder-
ed.” —Luke 11.52,

The word lawyer in New Testament
usage, the Pastor began, bas a very
different meaning from our uszage. It
applled to those religlous teacliers of
the Jews who made speclal professions
of sanctity of heart and earnest desire
to know God's will and to teach it
Today the corresponding clags are des-
ignated Doctors of Divinlty.

It wns cnstomary nmongst the Jews,
the speaker continued, that |essons
from the Law and the Prophets should
be read dally In the syongogues. The
people were thus familiar with the let-
ter of the Seriptures. The majority
of them were Illiterate; for edoea-
tienal facliftles then wwere not what
they are now Conseguently only a
few clalmed to hove kuowledge of the
epiritnal part of the Law and Prophots
These were chiefly of the literary and
wealthy classes.  To these the com-
mon people lnoked far guldance,

As the Jewlsh Doctors of Divinity

| Christendom’s Daoctors of Divinity. In

brivate they acknowledge that they
carry no soch burdens. In public they
give the Inference that they do—mnot
80 much by positive terms as by Im
plication, tone, foflsction of the voice
and by the fact that ther represent
creeds which so teach. These in-
fluential teachers are not to be excnsed
because of the clalm that in thelr
officlal capacity they lose thelr per-
gonil responsibility and shift it upon
those who made the creeds and thoss
who ndopted them. ‘The people no
longer trust the crecds. They realize
that & greater llght shines today than
when those creeds were formulated.

The people trust the Bible, the Pas-
tor declared. They understand our
modern Scribes and Pharisees to slve
Agsurance that the creeds of Christen-
dom properly represcnt the teachings
of Seripture. The creedal chains wonld
becorme ropes af sand if the prominent
Doctars of Divinity would publicly re
noance the creeds, as neariy all of
them do in private conversation,

Systematic Key-Hiding.

Next it was pointed out tbat onr
modern Scribes and Pharisees are
proving themsolves to be the antitypes
of those addressed by Tesns, Taking
awey the Hey of Knowledge. they
urge the people not to bother thelr
heads about dootripes, hut to leave
these snbfects to the clexgy. Bible
study has dsgenerated ato a study of
geograpby, customs. ete,, rather than
an effort to understand the phopheetes
or the interpretation of them given by
Jesus and His Apostles.
