"After the honorable engagement
of August 4. 5 and 6 I considered
that the Liege forts could only play
the role of forts of Arrete (probablv
arrest or stoppage.) I nevertheless
maintained the military government
in order to the defense as
much as possible and to exercise a
moral influence on the garrison.

"Your majesty is not ignorant that
I was at Fort Loncin on August C at
noon. You will learn with grief
that the fort was blown up esterday
at 5:20 in the afternoon the greater
part of the garrison beinc buried un-
der the ruins That I did not lose
my life In that catastrophe is due to
my escort, who drew me from a
stronghold while I was being suffo- -

cated by gas from exploded powder.
"I was conveyed to a trench, where

I fell. A German captain gave me a
drink arid 1 was made a prisoner and
taken to Liege

I am certain that I have shown
carelessness in this letter, but I am
physically shattered by the explosion
of Fort Loncin.

"In honor of our arms. I have sur-
rendered neither the fortress nor the
forts.

"I deign to nsk jour pardon, sire.
In Germany, where I am proceeding
my thoughts will be as they always
have been, of Belgium and the king
would willingly have given my life
the better to serve them, but death
wa3 not granted to me
