The rapid increase in the cost of
school inspection throughout the re-
public le alarming many citlzons who
View with some concern the nyatemat-i-

effort of organised medical inter-
ests to fasten an g army
of salaries officials on municipal, state
and national government School in-
spection, according to thes people,
afforda a ca.se In point, and attention
5s culled to the fart that the health
authorities ot New York are asking
for J&6t,t70 for Bchool inspection for
the next year, which Is $123. 70 more
than the appropriation for 1P14.

School inspection is said to be in
its Infancy. Its introduction was se-

cured in most instances on the plea
that it wou!d enable the health au j

'tborlties to stamp oxit or reduce 10
a minimum common contagions '1 -

eases which were annually causing th i

needless death of a great number ol
children. It was plausibly urged thai
the schools were the centers for the
spread of contagion, and that medical
examination would probably detect
these diseases and reduce them to a
minimum.

Accepting these claims, great cities
like New York and Chicago Introduced
compulsor) Inspection; yet the vital
statistics of these cities, during re-

cent years, since the introduction of
this innovation, seem to sustain the

harge thut Inspection has f inally
tailed to accomplish the promised re-

sults. In New York, for example,
official tables for diphtheria, scarlet

'roup and mumps, from 1903 to 1912
inclusive, show that in the flr3t named
year these cases aggregated 41,074.
