TWO VERY DANGEROUS
DISEASES.

The department of commerce has
issued a bulletin on diseases of child-

hood in which the high death rate of
mpasles and whooping couch, afflic-
tions supposed to be unattended by
any great dangers, is set forth Of

measles, the bulletin says it will sur-

prise many to learn that me;islcs
often thought of as a necessary but
comparatively unimportant malady of
childhood claimed a greater number
of ictlms in 1913 and, lor that matter,
In a number of earlier years, Includ-

ing i!'in. 1941, 1912, than the more
dreaded scarlet fever The total mor-

tality from measles in the registra-
tion area in 1913 was 8,1S. Of this
number, '2,H1 deaths, or about one-fourt-

were of infants under 1 year
of age; 1,573, or 56 per cent, were of
children under 2, and 7.236, or SO per
cent, were of children under 10 It

is a peculiarity of this disease that
the deaths due to It are most numer-
ous in the second year of a.no rather
than in the first.

Whooping cough, like measles, lakes
:a greater toll of child life than Is gen-
erally supposed. This troublesome
ailment caused a total of 6,:::;2 deaths
throughout the registration area in
1913. The deaths of infants under 1

year of age numbered or I per
cent of the total; of children under 2.

4,958, or 7S per cent, and of children
under ten, 6,253, or 9ft per cent. The
death rate trom whooping couch, 10

per 100,900, was materially lower in
1913 lhan in 1900, when it was 12 1,

but it fluctuated violently during the
intervening ears, its highest and low-

est points being 15 8 in 1903 and 6.5
In 1994. In 1911, 1912, and 1013, as
well as in several earlier years,
whooping cough caused more dca'hs
than scarlet fever

Dr. Alexander Graham Bell.

Dr. Alexander Graham Bell, in-

ventor of the telephone, has just
been awarded the Edison medal for
meritorious achievement in electrical
science. The medal, which was
awarded to him in New York at the
annual meeting of the American In-

stitution of Electrical Engineers, is
awarded each year to a resident of
the United States or Canada and is
provided for by a trust fund estab-
lished by friends and associates of
Thomas A. Edison.

Dr. Bell is most famous for his
telephone invention, although many
other things can be placed to his
credit. He has just celebrated his
sixty-eight- h birthday and lives most
of the year in Washington, spending
his summers in Nova Scotia.

.ITALY'S PART IN

THE WAR.

With Italy s declaration of war,
comes an opportunity for that Italian
scientist who said he had a mysteri-
ous electric rav with which he couid
set off explosives at a distance of fif-

teen miles. An exchange, speculating
on this subject, says:

"The Italians have refuse. I to make
public a demonstration but it if rp
ported by the army authorities that
experiments In private have proved
completely the success of the ma-
chine If this Is true, warfare as at
present conducted is nearly at an
end, providing the Italian scientist
can get within fifteen miles of th
object of attack. According to the
scientist the violet ray machine or
whatever the particular ray of light
Is called. Is directed toward explo-
sives and within a short time they
are destroyed. Metal casings such
as shells or cartridges do not stop the
ray. There is no known insulator
This would mean that ammunition for
machine guns and cannon would so
up in a roar destroying the gunners
and everything within range of the
explosion. Soldiers advancing with
filled cartridge belts or lying in
trenches would be killed by the ex
plosion of their own ammunition.
Loaded guns would be discharged and
the Italian enemy rendered helpless
so far as powder is concerned But
this mvsterious invention hasn't been
tried In practical warfare yet and un-
til it shows that it lives up to It?
reputation the world will be skep-
tical But supposing it does! This
is only another step in sending men
back to the das of hand to hand con-
flict on the battle field. The subma-
rines have put ordinary dreadnaughts
and battleship in great peril may pos-
sibly put them out of commission al-
together in a few more years. Aero-
planes and airships cruising high
above fortified cities may destroy
them without much danger of loss to
themselves. Asphyxiating gases
now being used by the Germans mav
annihilate entire trenches of armed
soldiers or put ordinary shrapnel and
shell using batteries out of action.
But all these modern instruments of
warfare may have to give way to the
Italian invention. What is left?"
