GOVERNMENT TO

TAKE WIRELESS

Station at Sayville, Long Is-

land, to Be Operated by j

U. S. Naval Forces.

ONLY LINE TO GERMANY

Secretary Daniels Sends Cap-

tain Bullard to Take
Charge of Plant.

'Washington, July S. The govern-
ment today took over the Sayville, L.
I., wireless station, the only remain-
ing privately operated direct means
of communication between the Uni-

ted States and Germany.
Secretary Daniels announced that

Captain Bullard, in charge of the na-

val radio, had gone to take over the
station and would continue Its opera-
tion with naval forces.

Secretary Daniels issued this state-
ment.

"It is understood that the Sayville
radio station had made application to

the secretary of commerce for a 11

cense. The secretary of commerce de-

clined to grant the license and so in-

formed the secretary of navy who,
after conference, directed Captain
Eullard, as the expert of the depart-
ment to take over and operate the
station. Lieutenant George R. Clark
will be in control of tho station. Cap-

tain Bullard reached Now York this
morning and will confer with the own-

ers of the station in all that relates
to the details of the operation of the
station. Practically the same ruloB

and regulations as are now applic
able to Tuckerton will be put in oper-atio-

at Sayville."
Naval Operators to Man Keys.

There will be no change, so far as
the public 1b concerned. Messages
will be accepted as heretofore. Tne

only difference will be that naval op-

erators Instead of commercial em-
ployes will man the keys. The
charges collected by the navy will
be paid to the owning company.

Today's action, which was taken
under an executive order Issued by
President Wilson giving the navy au-
thority to tako over "one or more
stations," was deemed necessary be-

cause of alleged violations of neutral-I- t
by the company's operators. It

has been charged that when the navy
censers had left the wireless room
for a minute or two, unneutral mes-
sages had been sent and that only
by a difficult and trying supervision
could neutrality be strictly preserved.

Messages Are Censored.
The wireless station at Tuckerton,

N. J., was taken over last September
by the government Both stations
now are able to communicate direct-
ly with Germany, but tho restriction
prohibiting the sending of cipher mes-
sages, unless code books are depos-
ited with the naval censors, will be
continued.

Originally the object of the censor-
ship was to prevent communication
with belligerent ships at sea. Since
then, however, as there have been
practically no German ships on the
Atlcntlc, the censorship has been con-
tinued, it is said in naval quarters,
because of a conviction that German
submarines were able to receive wire-
less messages sont from Sayville.
High naval officials have told (Secre-
tary Daniels that, while they have no
ovidenco that such communication
has been maintained, they could not
know definitely whether the station
was in touch with German submarines
unless the navy's own operators were
in charge of the plant.

Order Issued by President.
The executive order issued by Pres-

ident Wilson August 5, 1914, said
"radio stations within the jurisdic-
tion" of the United States were pro-
hibited from transmitting or receiving,
for delivery, messages of an unneu-
tral nature and from in any way ren-
dering any one of the belligerents any
unneutral service" and "it Is desirable
to take precautions to secure the en-

forcement of said order, insofar as it
relates to the transmission of code
and cipher messages by high powerpd
stations capable of trans-Atlanti- c ."

It ordered that "one or more" of
the radio stations mentioned be tak-
en over by the government and "used
or controlled by it to the exclusion
of any other control or use for the

purpose of carrying on communica-
tion with land stations in Europe, in-

cluding code and cipher messages.'
Enforcement of Order.

The enforcement of tho order was
delegated to the secretary of the navy
and the Tuckerton station was taken
over on September 9, 1914 and has
slnco been operated by the govern-
ment.

State department officials said no
complaint regarding the neutrality of
the Sayville station had been re-

ceived officially from the British gov-

ernment They said that the state de-

partment merely had been consulted

by Secretary Redfield in reaching his
determination to refuse to issue a li-

MANY KILLED IN GREAT STORM

THAT SWEPT EASTERN STATES

Country Devastated From Nebraska to Ohio Violent Wind,
Rain and Hail Destroys Crops, Uproots Trees, De-

molishes Whole City Blocks, Wipes Out Villages
and Demoralized Wire and Train Services

Over Fifty Meet Death and Scores
Are Injured.

According to figures compiled early
today, more than fifty persons were
killed and several score Injured by
the violent wind and rain storm which
extended from Nebraska to Ohio last
night.

The property damage is estimated
at several million dollars.

The greatest loss of life occurred
in Cincinnati and vicinity where 33
persons are known to be dead and
15 missing, 18 of the dead there be-

ing deck hands who were drowned by
the capsizing of the towboat convoy
in the Ohio river

In eastern Missouri the storm as-

sumed the proportions of a tornado,
demolishing 162 blocks in St. Charles,
a town of about 11.000 people.

Village Wiped Out.
St Peters, a town of 300 inhabit-

ants, and Gilmore, a village of 100
people, were almost wiped out by the
tornado In St Charles and St. Pe-
ters there was no loss of life, while
In Gilmore only one person was killed

In Lincoln and Custer counties, Ne-
braska, wind and hail cansed heavy
damage to crops and in the village
of Calloway several buildings were un-

roofed There had been no loss of
life reported early today.

In southern Illinois the 'storm was
severe, causing heavy damage In many
localities

Town Flooded.
Mound City, the business part of

the town was flooded.
In central and southern Indiana

three persons were killed and many
injured. Telegraph and telephone
service was demoralized, buildings un-

roofed and crops damaged by the
heavy wind aud rain

Nineteen Thoroughbreds Killed.
It was ascertained definitely today

that a special train on the Pennsyl-
vania railroad, carrying race horses
from the recently ended meeting at
Latonla to the eastern tracks, was
wrecked at Terrace Park, a short dis-
tance from Cincinnati. Nineteen of
what are considered the best horses
that raced at tho Latonia meeting,
were killed. It was also reported that
two caretakers were killed and nine-
teen others Injured, including several
jockeys. The large racing stable or
E. R. Bradley was on this train.

Over Hundred Homes Demolished.
St. Charles, after a night of total

darkness, the electric light plant hav-
ing been put out of commission, to-

day looked upon the ruins of the en-

tire central portion of the city includ-
ing more than 100 residents.

Search was instituted for the bodies
of a woman and two small children
who took refugo In the St Charles
Borromero Catholic church a few min-
utes before it was razed by tho wind.
Finding of tholr bodies would bring
tho Missouri death list to ton. Tho
Borromero was tho oldest church In
St Charles, having been built In 1862
at a cost of $100,000.

Great Damage to Wheat.
Tho property damage In St Charlos

alone. It is believed, will aggregate
half a million dollars. The damage
to wheat in St Charles and St, Louis
counties is estimated at more than
$100,000 A dozen townB in these
counties wero isolated last night, as
mlleB upon miles of telephone and
telegraph wires were on the ground,
a tangled mass, with broken trees.

From St Charles the tornado
hopped across the Missouri and Mis-
sissippi rivers into Illinois. There it
branched out sending cloudbursts to
Rock Island in the northern part of
the state and to Mounds, near Cairo,
In the extreme southern part Tho
business section of both these towns
were flooded.

St. Louis, Mo , July 8. Late re-

ports from the storm swept area of
southwest Missouri left the death
toll at seven. The three who were
missing at St. Charles. Mo., the larg-
est town in the path of Wednesday's
tornado, have been found.

Dawn disclosed that the damage
done at St Charles had been over
estimated While the tornado swept
a section of tho city eighteen blocks
long by nine blocks wide, the dam-
age, with the exception of the demoli-
tion of one church and tho partial
wrecking! of another church, a factory,
a hospital and a convent, was con-
fined largely to the unroofing of
houses and the uprooting of trees.

A temporary bridge for the Wabash
railroad near Gilmore, Mo., is being
built the railway bridge having been
swept away.

A summer camp at Mitchell, Ills
eleven miles north of here, was de-

stroyed by the storm, but no one was
hurt

Tho storm In St. Charles county
crossed into St. Louis county and de-

molished barns, scattered wheat
shocks and uprooted trcs. The town
of St Peters, near St Charles, was
also demolished, but no one was seri-
ously injured there.

tater Cincinnati Report
Cincinnati, O., July 8. Thirty-tw- o

persons are known to have lost their
lives In the terrific wind and rain
storm that swept this portion of the
Ohio valley last night That this to-t-

of fatalities will be Increased with-
in the next few hours appears cer-
tain, at least ten of those reported
mlusing are believed to be under the
ruins of five buildings that collapsed
In Sixth street west of Mound.

The property damage, It Is estimat-
ed, will be more than $1,000,000.

The list of dead includes twelve
men of a crew of eighteen of the
crew of the towboat Convoy which
went down during the storm. None
tit the bodies had been recovered.

The storm was equally severe over
northern Kentucky and the property
damage there will almost equal that
suffered by this city. Only one death
has been reported from the Kcntucky
slde of the river today." The crop
damage was heavy.

GERARD CONFERS

ON GERMAN NOTE

Wilson Sends No Further
Word to Ambassador Con-
cerning Germany Reply

to Submarine War-
fare Message.

Berlin, July 8 via London, 445 p m
James W Gerard, the American am-

bassador in Berlin, conferred at noon
today with Dr Alfred Zimmerman,
the German under secretary of for-
eign affairs, on the subject of the
German replj to the American note
regarding the Lusltanla incident The
conference was' for a further discus-
sion of the German tentative propos-
als from an American standpoint

Washington, July No instruction
had been received here from Presi-
dent Wilson as to whether the state
department should direct Ambassador
Gerard to express any view on the
proposals made by Germany concern-
ing submarine warfare until they are
in final form and formally delivered
In a completed note. The president
has had Mr Gerard's original mes-
sages under consideration since Mon-
day.

ON LOW RATES

Passenger Traffic Increases
But Revenue Falls Off

2.8 Per Cent.

Chicago. July 8. What railways of
the southwest have supplanted in fi-

nancial losses in the passenger traffic,
due to reduction of fares from three
cents a mile In 1907, to two cents a
mile, was submitted in evidence be-

fore the Interstate commerce commis-
sion by II H. Butler, assistant gen-

eral passenger agent of the Missouri
Pacific railway.

Mr. Butler testified on bohalf of the
4C railroads In their petition for ap-

proval of higher passenger fares. His
testimony had particular roferencc to
conditions In the southwest

Comparing with 1907, tho last year
under three-cen-t fares, with 1914, the
last under tho two-cen- t fare, he said,
Missouri Pacific suffered a decrease
In passenger revenue of 2.8 per cent
In tho same time the number of pas-

sengers increased 9.1 per cent
The comparison Is striking proof of

how the Missouri Pacific was handling
more business for less money, al-

though expenses duo to wage increas-
es, etc., havo mounted moro than
apaco with tho growth in business."

PRESIDENT JOS, F. SMITH AND I
SEN. REED SMOOT TESTIFY AS I

WITNESSES IN ECCLES CASE I
Head of Mormon Church Regrets to Admit That the Wood- - f

ruff Manifesto Has Been Violated But Declares All Of- - f
fenders Have Been Punished and a M

Number Excommunicated.

SEN. SMOOT RECALLS GEDDES TESTIMONY

Mrs. Bertha M. Eccles, First Wife of David Eccles, Says She 'M
Gave Her Consent When Her Husband Was About to H

Marry a Second Time and She Welcomed H
the Plural Wife.

Standing was at a premium in the
court room this morning. In antici-
pation of the opening of the defen-
ders' side in the Geddes-Eccle- s case.
In the district court, in the contro-
versy respecting the heirship of Al-

bert Geddes. When President Joseph
F. Smith of the Mormon church and
Senator Reed Smoot, an apostle of the
church, appeared every available
space In the court room was taken
up and the door ways were filled with
spectators eager to catch the words of
tbe witnesses.

The testimony given by President
Smith was brief and went entirely to
the question as to whether plural
marriage were authorized by the Mor-

mon church after the Woodruff mani-
festo in 1890. Mr. Smith said that
no authority was delegated to officers
of the church, lay members or others,
to perform plural marriages since the
time of the manifesto, and that the
church had not countenanced any
such marriages. Tn president stated,
however, that he waa jorry to say
that such marriage ceremonies had
been performed notwithstanding the
prohibition, but all offenders had
been disciplined by the church author-
ities and many had been excommu-
nicated.

Senator Reed Smoot was called
upon to answer only two questions
propounded by the attorney for tho
defendants, and.Jheyjvere Jsp.ectjng
the testimony of Mrs. largafet Ged-

des. in Washington, December 13,

1004, before tho committee on priv-

ileges and elections, investigating the
senator's right to a seat in the senate.
He said that at the time he heard
Mrs. Geddes decline to answer a ques-

tion as to who was the father of her
voungest child and that he also heard
iipr deny that "Mr. Eccles" was the
father. The senator said that "Mr.

Taylor the questioner, pronounced
the name "Eccles" rather than
"Echols," as Mrs. Geddes had testi-

fied.
Opening Statement.

Before Colonel C. A Boyd, leading
counsel for the defendants, made his
opening statement as to what the de-

fense would be In the case, it was
stipulated by the attorneys on both
sides that the record might show that
the late Apostle M. W Merrill was a
minister of the gospel, or priest in
regular communion of the Mormon
church

In his statement to the jury. Attor-
ney Bovd said that the defense yhich
would be offered by his side of the
case, would be one of negation and
that he expected to show that the
claim of the Geddes" boy was not
founded on facts, and that it would be
shown that the statements of witness-
es for the plaintiff respecting both the
acknowledgment of the child by Mr
Eccles and the plural mar-
riage were not true. The attorney
emphasized that the statement that a
pluVnl marriage took place and that
Mr Eccles acknowledged Albert Ged-

des was his son, in so far as Mrs Ged-

des' testimony was concerned, was a
fabrication for the sole purpose of
gaining possession of part of the Ec-

cles' wealth He said that he expect-
ed to impeach Mrs. Geddes, beyond a
question of doubt

It was further stated bv Mr. Boyd
that the history of David Eccles. from
the time of his poverty to the time of
his wealth, would be gone into fully.
He held that it would he shown that
Mr. Eccles was a man of the highest
integrity, honesty and morality in
business, social and religious circles
It was also stated that letters denied
by Mrs. Geddes as having been writ-
ten by her would be shown by ex-

pert testimony to have been her let-

ters
President Smith Called.

The first witness was President Jo-

seph F Smith of the Mormon 'church
and his testimony was confined most-
ly to the manifesto. Its effect aud its
violation. The aged president said
he had served as head of the church,
a period of 13 yaars, and was second,
counselor to President Lorenzo Snow,
his predecessor.

Mr. Smith said he recalled the man-

ifesto, which wns Issued by President
Wilford Woodruff in 1890, and thai
he understood its contents. It was
an official act of the church, he said,
as it was approved by a vote of the
people at regular conference in Salt
Lake.

No Polygamy In Church.
The manifesto was then read into

the record, the substance of the docu-

ment being that It was Issued because
of allegations that the Mormons were
entering into polygamous marriages
contrary to law, and that such mar-
riage must cease. In tho manifesto.
President Woodruff denied that the
members of. tho church were entering
Into plural marriages, but to make it
certain to the people that polygamous
marriages would not be countenanced
by the church, it was directed that all
those marriages should cease and
that no one in the church would have I

authority to perform such marriages. M
President Smith, continuing in his H

testimony, said that since the issuance M
of the manifesto, the church had not
authorized plural marriages and that M
no member of the church had author- -

3

Ity to perform such marriage. H
In answer to a question whether, in H

189S, the practice of the belief or per- - IH
formance of plural marriage had oc- - IHcurred in the United States by the H
Mormon church, under its consent or jHauthority, or otherwise, the witness
replied: tl"Not to my knowledge.
