BODIES FOUND IN

THE SUBMARINE

Honolulu. Sept. 3. Ten more bodies
were found today In the hull of the
United States submarine F--i crowded
in the engine room, when a hole was
cut through the steel plates to ef-
fect an entrance. One body was iden-
tified as that of Ivan L. Mahan, ma-
chinist's mate, of Lima, O.

Members of the naval board of in-

quiry declined to discuss the question
of whether the finding of so many
bodies In the compartment indicated
the nature of the accident which
caused the vessel to sink in Honolulu
bay, March 25, with twenty-tw- o offi-
cers and men on board.

It was suggested by some of those
working on the submarine that an ex-
plosion elsewhere in the vessel
caused the men to seek refuge in the
engine room.

So far thirteen bodies have been
taken from the hold of tho submarine.
Others, many In a fragmentary state
and badly decomposed, have been lo-

cated covered with wreckage of the
interior.

ENGLISH PAPERS

ON PEACE TERMS

Germany Is Slowly Emerging
From Darkness of Blind

Infatuation.

London, Sept. 3, Germany's peace
terms, as announced by the Interna-
tional News Service, were not known
In London until a lata hour tonight,
none of the afternoon papers having
obtained them in time, as cables from
New York were not delivered here
until after much delay.

Tho London Times prominently dis-
plays the Gorman peace terms, as
sent out by the Washington bureau
of the International News Service.

After giving the terms in extense,
the Times correspondent says

"That such preposterous terms arc
seriously put forward few are likely
to believe."

Tho newspapers here during the
last few days have devoted consider-
able space to the peace question, but
there is scarcely a sign that might
lead one to hopo for the early cessa-
tion of this most terrible war.

Thinks Peace Remote.
The Daily News, discussing the

prospects for an early peace, says
editorially

"It is out of the question still to
speak seriously of peace, yet persist-
ent rumors from America may well
have a solid foundation.

"It is no secret that Germany would
welcome peace on her terms no less
than tho allies would on theirs.

"Her approaches to Russia and
France leave no room for doubt that

The day is not yet in sight when the
question of peace can assume reality,
but it Is something to see even one
bar broken that fastens the door
against it, and in Von Tirpltz's fall
we are Justified in seeing that Ger-
many, ' under the dommtlon of his
spirit and policy is the Germany for
whom the choice would lie between
victory and annihilation and a war
that would annihilate Germany would
leave the allies only less prostrate

"His fall is, of course, the symp-
tom and not the cause of the chang-
ing temper of the nation It marks
the slow emergence from the dark
ness of blind infatuation to the half
light of returning reason.

"It gives some hope of the evolu-
tion of a Germany not wholly Imper-
vious to argument nor blind to fact"

HALF A BILLION

LOAN IS NEEOED

New York, Sept 3 All indications
today tended to confirm a report cur-
rent in Wall street that Great Brit-
ain had borrowed from $50,000,000 to
$100,000,000 temporarily in this mar-
ket to correct the exchange rate on
sterling, until such time as her com-
missioners shall reach New York and
consummate negotiations looking to-

ward the flotation of a much larger
credit loan here.

There was no confirmation or de-
nial of this report by the big men
of the financial world. Most of them
refused positively to discuss it, and
the few who did said that there was
nothing in the way of an announce-
ment that could be made at this
time.

Collateral Arrives.
According to the report, the col-

lateral on which this preliminary loan
was issued was brought to New York
in four lots and aggregated the ap-
proximate figures of the sum borrow-
ed. Two of the shipments of collater-
al, totaling about $55,000,000, were
brought from Great Britain to Hali-
fax aboard British men-of-wa- r and
shipped thence to New York with
about $40,000,000 in gold within the
last thirty days. The two other bun-
dles of securities were said to have
been brought here aboard the liners
Adriatic and SL Paul, which reached
New York yesterday.

This loan, if made, was regarded
as only a makeshift to clarify the sur-
charged atmosphere of tho foreign ex-
change markets. Spurred by an un-
seen stimulant, rates rallied in spec-
tacular manner today, sterling soar-
ing 10 cents or more at the opening
of the market. They fell back later,
but on the day's transactions a sub-
stantial gain of 3 cents was re-
corded. Sterling closed at

$500,000,000 Needed.
Conservative estimates of Great

Britain's needs here In the form of
credit, placed tho sum today at a min-
imum of half a billion dollars, with
twice that sum mentioned as an out-
side total.

To furnifah this staggeriug sum, It
was said, the bankers of all the chief
cities of the country would be called
on to participate. Boston, Philadel-
phia, Chicago, Pittsburg, Atlanta in
fact, all reserve centers and some
cities where there are no reserve
banks would be represented in o

with New York, either by dele-
gates or by correspondence. The sit-
uation would then Jbe placed before
them and they would be asked to con-
tribute their share to insure uninter-
rupted continuance of America's ex-
port trade.

Whether Great Britain could fur-
nish sufficient American securities atpresent to serve as collateral for this
big loan was another question con-
sidered. It was thought that should
she not be able to raise this sum,
Canadian and South Amerlcau secur-
itiesgovernment bonds and even
high-clas- s railroad bonds would be
thought sufficiently stable to serve
as collateral for a part of the loan.

Question Is Raised.
This raised n question: Would the

comptroller of the purrency sanction
loans by national banks on the bonds
of South American governments; and,
tc go further, would such loans be

sanctioned where hlgh-grad- o South
American railroad bonds wero offered
as collateral? Thore is at present no
market hero for these issues, and It
was pointed out that under present
conditions they would have to be sold
in London, should the banks find it

i necessary to sell thorn. The opinion
that official sanction might be wlth- -

r held on loans of this character secm- -

' ed to prevail. All this, however, was
surmise.

MEXICANS FIRE

ON AEROPLANE

Brownsville, Texas, Sept. 3. Mexi-
cans on the Mexican side of the Rio
Grande late today fired nearly a hun-
dred shots at an American army aero-
plane flying over Brownsville, and
then turned their guns against a
6quad of Amorican soldiers on guard
at the Brownsville electric light plctnt
When the firing started the soldiers
got behind shelter and returned tho
fire. Thore wero no casualties.

Lieutenants Joseph G. Morrow and
B. Q. Jones were in the aeroplane.
This is the second time within two
days that a United States army aero-
plane has heen fired upon.

United Suites soldiers at Los Tu
litos ranch, 20 miles north of here,
during the past 48 hours, have cap-

tured ten Mexicans, strangers in tho
neighborhood, and supposed to be
members of raiding gangs.

United States cavalry and infantry
and posses of county officers and
citizens tonight continued the search
through the section of country eleven
miles from here, where two Ameri-
cans were murdered yesterday.

The list of bandit dead stood at six
tonight, though others probably have
been killed and not reported.

A detachment of the Twelfth Uni-
ted States cavalry early tonight en-

gaged in a short fight twelve miles
north of here with four Mexican ban-
dits, one of whom was killed and the
three others captured. None of the
cavalrymen was injured. The pris-
oners wero taken to San Benito

This information was brought here
in an official report tonight.

Concerted plans by federal, state,
and county authorities, aided by hun-
dreds of ranch men and cowboys, to
exterminate or drive the marauders
out of the border country, were or-
ganized today

Guard Stage Road.
Two hundred cavalry and infantry,

Several hundred owners of automo-

All reports received at Fort Brown
concerning the firing today at the
aeroplane agreed that the shooting
came from the Mexican side of the
Rio Grande, and from the same place
where, two days ago, shots were fired
at an American aeroplane.

Colonel R. L Bullard, commanding
Fort Brown, took no action other than
to report the occurrence to tho south-
ern department headquarters at Fort
Sam Houston.

Whether the men who fired tho
shots were Carranza soldiers or Mexi-
can Irregulars is not known. Tho
flrinf, which stopped when the Amer-
icans began to reply, seemed to come
from five or six rifles The Mexicans
were hidden in the brush on the Mex-
ican side of the river and could not
be seen.

It was reported tonight that a Car-
ranza outpost had been stationed near
tho point from which the firing was

BULGARIA WANTS

ALL MACEDONIA

Balkan State Seeking the Best
Bargain to Be

Obtained.

Sofia, Bulgaria, Sept 1, via London,
Sept. 3. Despite the fact that a de-

cision of the Bulgarian government re-

garding the Macedonian question Is
generally considered imminent, thore
are no signs of excitement hero, the
capital remnining In Its usual quiet
state

At the foreign office this afternoon
the following statement was made to
tho Associated Press correspondent:

"Tho Bulgarian government Ifi en
gaged in formulating Its reply to the
Serbian government, although Ser-
bia's statement has not yet been re-

ceived, being guided In this by an
Intimation recently given by the qua-
druple entente Meanwhile, the Bul-

garian government is continuing its
negotiations with the Turkish govern-
ment concerning the cession of tho

rail-
road line and certain adjacent terri-
tories of great strategic importance
Tho prospects of a quick and satisfac-
tory settlement are good, although
hitherto tho Turkish government has
required much time in reaching deci-
sions on matters contributory to the
main issue.

Want to Play Safe.
"The Bulgarian government is not

inclined to embark upon an adven-
turous career Statements to the con-
trary purporting to coino from Bul-

garian sources are made by political
opponents of the government who are
using them among the people for In-

ternal political purposes. Now, as
heietofore. the Bulgarian government
Is guided by three factors.

"First of the trea-
ty of Bucharest, which was not rati-
fied by the national assembly and
which is not acceptable to Bulgaria
so long as it remains unrevived.

"Second Tho unwillingness of the
Bulgarian people to engage in a war
the outcome of which is at all doubt-
ful.

"Third The absolute necessity of
convincing the Bulgarian people that
whatever action is undertaken for a
result to be achieved will be such that
no betraval afterwards ill be possi-
ble.

From othet governmental sources
it was learned that the Bulgarian gov-

ernment and. It is declared, the Bul-
garian people, have in no wise modi-
fied the policv toward Macedonia out-
lined in February last. In a statement
to the Associated Press by Premier
Radoslavoff. when he declared that
the domination of Macedonia by Ser-
bia and Greece had produced' results
diametrically opposed to the princi-
ples for which Bulgarians had stood
for many centuries and that Bulgaria
could not atford to remain heedless
of the appeals of the Macedonians.

Ask All Macedonia.
Bulgaria, It is learned, wants all of

Macedonia, and not only those parts
made the subject of recent notes by
the quadruple entente Meanwhile
the entente powers insist that Bulga-
ria earn these parts by making war
upon Turkey while the proposals o.'
tho central powers never went fur-
ther than to assure tne free passage
through Bulgaria of materials needed
by Turkey. It is argued here that
while the proposals of the entente
would, If accepted, involve the shed-
ding of Bulgarian blood against Tur-
key, those coming from the other side
do not necessarily demand this from
a nation still keenly mindful of its
losses in the recent Balkan war.

STRONG DEFENSE

ON fiVINA RIVER

Athens, SepL 3. 12 m., via Paris,
11:10 p. m. It is announced here
that Serbia has accepted in principle
the entente proposals for territorial
concessions to Bulgaria, with the res-
ervation that the new Serbian fron-
tier remain in contact with Greece in
some part.

London, Sept. 3, 10 p. m. The Ger-
mans, in their official report, today
claimed to have carried by assault
the fortified bridgehead at Lenewada,
on the Dvina river between Friedrich-stad- t

and Riga. This is considered
for the Russians the most critical
point on their whole front, for should
the Germans succeed in crossing the
Dvina, tho Russians would be com-
pelled to evacuate Riga and their po-
sition between the Dvina and Vilna
and even southwest of the latter city
would bo jeopardized.

However, the Germans do not yet
claim to have crossed the river, which
is being defended by a reinforced
army commanded by General Ruzsky,
who stopped the previous German ad-
vance on tho Bzura river in front of
Warsaw. Military critics believe that
the Russians will mako a stubborn
defense on the Dvina, the opinion be-
ing expressed that should they fail
here, tho Gorman fleet would gain
command of the Gulf of Riga and by
landing troops at Pernau would con-
siderably shorten the protracted
march to Petrograd, which is under- - i

stood to be tho ultimate objective of
tho German higher command.

Russ Threaten German Flank.
In view of tho importance of tho

battle raging along tho lower Dvina
tho fighting elsewhere loses some of
its interest. Grodno, which tho Rus-
sians evacuated apparently proved an
empty shell to the wermans, as they
captured only 400 prisoners after
street fighting. To the northwest of
Vilna the Russians are on the offen-
sive and while tho Germans say tho
Russian counter-attack- s havo beon a
complete failure, it is said in Pe-
trograd that the counter-offensiv- e bc- -

riously threatens the German left
flank and communication with the
army of Lieutenant General Von 13ich-hor-

The Russian center is still retiring
through the marshy districts, How-
ever, every day they are taking a toll
of their pursuers. Tho Russians also
aro offering resistance to the Austro-Gorma- n

offensive in Gallcla, and
southeastward of Lutslc the. hold a
front of some fifty miles, intersected
by hills, woods and rivers, which af-

ford a splondid defensive cover.
Movement in 'Southeast,

There is still some doubt as to what
the Austro-German- s intend to do in
tho southeast military experts being
divided in opinion as to whether they
will advance on Kies or attempt to
project a wedge between the Russian
armies and Rumania which would
make a serious matter for the Ru-

manians to refuso longer the German
demands for a free passage of muni-

tions over Rumania railways for the
Turks, who aro reported to ho very
short of shells necessary to prevent
the allies conquering the Galllpoll
peninsula.

Concerning tho operations at tho
Dardanelles, no nows has been re-

ceived since tho report last Wednes-
day from Genoral Sir Ian Hamilton,
commander of tho British forces on
the peninsula.

Tho continued succeses of the Austro-G-

ermans in the east leads many
writers to tho conclusion that the sus-

tained bombardment of the German
lines in the west means an early
move by tho entente allies. The. crit-
ics point to this, the thorough redis-
tribution of the British and French
armies and the shelling of Zeebrugge
some days ago, as heralding some-
thing at least preliminary to a gen-

eral offensive.
