"In front of Fontenoy the Germans
opened with infantry fire. In the vi-

cinity of Berry-au-Ba- c last night saw
fighting with bombs, artillery and ri-

fle firing On the canal between the
Aisne and the Marne we took posses-
sion of a German listening post.

Depot of Munitions Blown Up.
"In the Champagne district our art-

illery replied to a bombardment of
our positions to the north of Campe
de Chalons, and checked the fire of
the Germans' heavy artillery. To the
north of Perthes a depot of munitions
within the enemy's lines was blown
up.

"Between the AlBne and the Argon-n- e

district the artillery of the enemy
maintained its activity during all last
night

"In Lorraine our battcrics-'Cdn'tin-u- ed

their destructive fire upon the
works of the enemy.

"In the vicinity of Ban-de-Sa-

Concern Felt in London.
Concern is expressed in London for

the safety of the Russian forces re-

treating from Vilna estimated to
number from 250,000 to 500,000.

The Russian line of retreat from
the Vilna region has been limited be-

cause of the German encircling move-
ment to a single railroad route
through Llda to the southeast For-
eign military observers say that one
of the greatest battles of the war may
develop from the efforts of the Rus-
sians to extricate themselves from the
loop.

Petrograd Is Confident.
Petrograd correspondents express

confidence that the Russian armies
will be safely withdrawn from the
Teutonic net In the Vilna region, as
they have been previously from the
grasp of other German encircling
movements.

A dispatch to a Petrograd newspa-
per from Kiev contains a statement
that the evacuation of this important
city of southwestern Russia Is pro-

ceeding normally
Paris reports Intehse activity by ar-

tillery along the Franco-Belgia- n line.

Review of War Situation.
London, Sept 20. 12:42 p. m. The

Russian armv menaced since the fall
of Vilna, by the German encircling
movement, is estimated variously at
250,000 to 500,000 men. The condi-

tions under which the Russians are
attempting to extricate themselves
furnish a striking parallel to those
which followed the capture of War-

saw. They may precipitate one of
the greatest, if not the greatest, bat-

tles which has been fought on the
eastern front.

Although no official confirmation
has been received in London from Pe-

trograd this morning of the fall of
Vilna, the British press has accepted
the German claim readily in view of
the situation that had been develop-
ing. Concern is expressed for the
retiring Russian forces. So far as
can be judged, Field Marshal von 's

troops havo flung a loop
about the Russians over a front of
some 200 miles and are not only In

their rear but are menacing seriously
the single railway line and the few
available roads stretching to the
south.

Few Left Behind.
As was the case at Warsaw, the

number of Russian prisoners loft be-

hind with the evacuation of Vilna was
not great Apparently the only way
In which the retiring forceB .may ame-

liorate the seemingly bad situation
is bv a counter blow.

It" is pointed out that von Hinden-burg- 's
cayalry has penetrated so deep-

ly into hostile country as to create a

salient oppn to sudden attack, if the
Russians should be able to command

reinforcements at tho proper time and
place, but it Is not believed here that
his opponents are in a position to deal
such a blow effectively. There is a
great deal of speculation as to the
German objective.

Opinion is divided whether von Hin-
denburg will seek merely to close his
loop, thus capturing the army within
the net, or, not content with this, will
press eastward toward Minsk and
from the west through Slonlm in an
effort to reproduce the encircling
movement on a more gigantic scale,
and agala try for a decisive victory.
Similar tactics attempted after the
fall of Warsaw met with failure. The
Russians are employing their familiar
rear guard tactics and the hope is ex-
pressed in the British press that they
will be able to fight their way out
without shattering losses

Vilna Important Town.
Next to Warsaw, Vilna is the most

important town in western Russia.
It is a railway junction of great mili-
tary importance. It was from Vilna
that Napoleon fled in disguise in 1812,
during tho retreat from Moscow.

THRILLING TALES

OF FIGHT IN SKY

Passengers Arriving in New
York Tell of Zeppelin Raid

Over London

MANY BOMBS DROPPED

Airships Circle Over Threaten-
ed Hotel Districts Hos-

pitals Reached to
Foundation.

New York, Sept 20. A handful of
persons, from the millions who saw
the first Zeppelin raid over the heart
of London, on the night of Septem-
ber S. reached New York today
aboard the steamship Orduna with
thrilling stories of the fight in the
sky between the Invaders and British
aircraft and other details of the dam-
age inflicted which had hithertq bc.en,
Ihrpp r'o'ssedby the British censor.

There were said to be three Zep-
pelins in the fleet, although those
who told the story today had seen but
one. They circled over the theatre
and hotel district of London, dropping
explosive and Incendiary bombs. One
of the latter, it was said, destroyed
by fire and entire block of ware-
houses within five minutes walk of
St Paul's church. An explosive bomb
ripped through a six story tenement
in the center of the city shattering
the building from top to bottom and
killing a dozen or more men, women
and children as they slept.

Bombs Damage Hospitals.
Several bombs, according to the eye

witnesses, fell near 'three hospitals
in a cluster the central one of which
was tho Opthalmic hospital, full of
wounded soldiers. All three buildings
were rocked to their foundations and
not a pane i of glass was left Intact
The patients had to be moved into
the street, where they lay for hours
on their cots while- - the damage was
repaired.

Pieces together from accounts giv-
en by the Orduna's passengers, tho
story of tho'air raid was as follows

Story of Raid.
Tho raid occurred between 10:45

and 11.15 q'clock- - on the night of
September 8, a raid tho previous
nght having reached tho eastern sec-
tion of the city, but not the heart
Persons asleej) in the Metropolo, tho
Victoria andother hotels in tho cen-
ter of the city, were awakened by
the incessant whirr of aeroplane en-
gines as the British air fleet took
wing to repel the invaders.

Just as the Zeppelins appeared
over the Strand, most of the theatres
were pouring their crowds into the
streot.

Great Wave of Fear.
There, according to some passen-

gers, a panic impended when the
first word of tho approaching aircraft
was passed from mouth to mouth In
whispers. The lights were turned off
and men and women in evening
clo.thes fought for taxicabs and other
vehicles to take them home. Other
passengers said there was no panic,
but that a great wave of fear seemed
to engulf this section of the dark-
ened city before tho anti-aircra- ft guns
began to pop away.

Suddenly from every section of
London the sky was swept by long
white beams from scores of search-
lights. The tops of these beams were
not long in resting upon what they
sought When the Zeppelin was
found, a dozen or more searchlights
focused their rays upon it, stretching
back to scattered point"? In the city
like tho long white ribs of a fancy
fan.

Air Dotted With Aeroplanes.
Two searchlights finally centered

on a Zdppelin while the others con-
tinued to search the sky for more
aircraft Already the air was dotted
with aeroplanes which could bo seen
frequently as they crossed the search-lig- h

tbeam, circling upward. The
roar of guns from the city was punctu-
ated at Intervals by the explosions of

not far from St Paul's Cathedral. In
Holborn. in Cheapsldb, in Bloomfleld
street, not far from the Liverpool
street station and near tho water
front of the Thames river In that sec-
tion of the city in wiiich St. Paul's is
located.

"The Zeppelin seemed to float laz-

ily about us," said Miss A. S. Tat-ha-

of Sydney, Australia, who was
staying at the Victoria hotel near
Charing Cross. "It reminded me of
nothing so much as a great fat sau-
sage "

Saw Zeppelin Drop Bombs.
"My wife and I watched the Zeppe-

lin from a balcony of our hotel, the
Metropole" (which is near the na- -

tional gallery and the Strand), said
Alexander McNab of Bridgeport Con-
necticut. "It went directly over the
hotel and dropped bombs around us."

There was hardly a space of five
seconds during- - tho ten minutes or
more --that the. .searchlight-beam-s- rest'
ed on the raider, eye witnesses said,
that the sky was not lightened by
flashes of exploding shells. As the
noise of cannonading grew louder,
those, who had fled at first to cel-

lars, gained courage and came out in-

to the streets. They were in almost
every stage of undress, and thousands
of men, women and children walked
tho streets or stood In groups, gazing
upward, dressed only in their night
clothes.

The bursting shells, lighting the
sky like meteors, shattered into sud-
den fire all around the Zeppelin. The
spits of flame seemed to be finding
their target Meanwhile the Zeppe-
lin maneuvered over the Holborn sec-
tion of London, circling at least
twice. These maneuvers enaeu wnen
a shell burst almost directly under the
aircraft's bow.

Zeppelin Makes Escape.
The Zeppelin appeared to be going

down by the head. For a few sec-
onds she hovered as if uncertain
what to do, then righted herself,
pointed her nose slightly upward and
ascended so rapidly that within a
minute or two the searchlights could
find her no more. There were no
further bomb explosions thereafter,

tondon In Hot Wrath.
London went to bed that night with

hot wrath, but not in fear, these
passengers said The next day they
went out to sec what damage had
been done. Having noticed that the
sky in tho vicinity of St. Paul's cathe-
dral had been tinted red, as if by
the glow of a great fire, they went
in that direction first

Recruiting stations which had been
ompty the day before, this morning
held long lines of men eager to join
the army Back of the cathedral,
where there are many warehouses
near the river front, they came, unon
the first visible effect of the raid.

Entire City Block Destroyed.
An entire city block was In ashes

with only tho smudged shells of
buildings loft standing. The sight-
seers heard that the burned build-
ings had been big warehouses, filled
with clothing and other supplies for
tho British army.

At the Opthalmic hospital, a small
building within fifteen minutes' ride
of the central section of the city,
they found that considerable damage
.had been dpue by a bomb which had
"fallen about a . block away. This
building and two others converted in-

to hospitals for wounded soldiers had
felt the force of the explosion as If It
had been at their very doors.

In Bloomfleld street, two and one-hal- f

miles from Trafalgar Square, a
row of dwellings had beeu damaged
as If by artillery fire. The damage
extended over an area of about threo
blocks. There was a cavity in the
middle of the street thirty feet in
diameter and about eight feet deep.

Guides and motor buses were car-
rying steady streams of sightseers to
the various points where the great-
est damage had been wrought At
one place, about fifteen minutes' ride
from the Victoria hotel, a six-stor-

tenement had been demolished. The
sightseers heard that five persons had
been killed in their beds in this
buildin'g and that more than twenty
had been hurt Altogether, it was
unofficially reported, approximately
forty persons were killed by bombs
and six hundred or more wounded.
About half of these, itwas said, were
women and children.

Recruits Swelled by Thousands.
Not a government building, church,

arsenal, dock or a hospjtaX had, been
rcacTfelTTiy a' boTnTCThe Orduna's pas-
sengers were informed. The great-
est material damage, they said, was
the destruction by fire of tho block1
of warehouses near St, Paul's cathe-
dral. The chief result of the raid,
however, was to swell the number
of recruits by many thousands.

Miss Ethel B. Davis of Bryn Mawr
university, near Philadelphia, who
was returning home from hospital du-

ty in Paris, saw the raid. She was
at the Lyric theatre when the Zep-
pelins reached the heart of the city.
This theatre Is within a short dis-

tance of Trafalgar Square and a few
minutes' walk from Waterloo bridge
and tho Charing Cross station.

Crowds Sing "Tipperary."

Trafalgar Square as the Zoppelin
floated over them," she said. "I
could hear them during the silence
between firing. I was told thoy were
singing 'Tipperary.' "

The steamship Rotterdam, which al-

so arrived today, brought scores of
passengers who witnessed the air
raid. They, too, said that they had
seen but one Zeppelin, but that it
was given over to amusement

A bus in Cheapside was blown to
pieces by one of the Zeppelin bombs,
virtually obliterating its sixteen oc-

cupants.
How the American ambassador,

Walter Hines Page, and his family
watched the Zeppelin from the steps
of the embassy in Grosvenor Square
was told by Frank C. Page, the am-
bassador's sou. The airship was
about 8000 feet up, Mr. Page said,
and looked like a silver cigar, as it
was outlined by the searchlights.

The ambassador's son said that they
were startled by the burst of an ex-

plosion and they rushed to the street
Passersby were looking up and down
and seemed frightened. What alarm-
ed him most ho said, was the sud-
den discharge of an anti-aircra- ft gun
which had been concealed In Grosve-
nor Square itself.

"We could see the smoke puffs from
scores of anti-aircra- guns beneath
the Zeppelins instead of being alarm-
ing, you could hear from the watch-
ing people a cheer whenever one of
the shells exploded near the Zeppe-
lin.

Damage In Industrial Section.
"The greatest damage," the Rotter-

dam passengers said, "was done in the
industrial section of the city, located
near St. Paul's cathedral, particularly
In Newgate street Cheapside and
Wood street also bear the scars of
the explosions. One passenger told
of seeing In Trafalgar Square an

bomb on each side of a shop
window which the shopkeeper adver-
tised as having been plcke'd up in the
square,"

Frederic R. Coudert, a well known
New York lawyer, said he saw the
Zeppelin from Edgerfon Place. He
climbed the pedestal of a lamp post
to get a better view and subsequent-
ly gave up the vantage point to J.
Austen Chamberlain, the British sec-rotar- y

for India, who lived nearby.
Mr. Coudert said the anti-aircra-

guns were slow in firing and that H
none of the projectiles took effect H
so far as he could see. H

"The way the people took it was M
a typical example of British pblegm'5 M
he said.
