The report of the
stake presidency wag read by Presl-
dent John Watton and remarks were
made by Presidents L. W. Shurtliif
and Alva Scoville and Bishop Martin
P. Brown of the Roy ward.

The invocation was offered by Eld-
er James W. Ure, Sr., and following
n brief address of welcome by Presi-
dent Shurtliff, President Watson sub-
mitted the quarterly report of the
stake presidency. In part, he said:

“Sinee our last quarterly confer-
ence, we regret to have had to record
the death of our beloved President
Charles F. Middleton, on August 3,
1915 who for thirty-seven years had
been a counselor in the stake presi-
dency.

“The ward teachers’ commitiee of
the high council has devoted much
time to its work, and has succeeded
with the aid of the bishops and ward
teachers in obtalning a greater per
centage of visits to the families In
their respective wards The effl-
ciener of teaching has also greatly
improved and the average of visils
made during the past three months
was 05 per cent.

{lies In the stake, or a population of
about 9000, and the health of the
people s good.”

Attendance on Duties.

In concluding the report, President
Watson expressed the deep regret of
the presidency at the death of Patri-
arch 1. C. Jacobs.

Following the reading of the re
port, President Alva Scoville ad-
dressed the congregation, his theme
belnz “Regularity in Attendance 0
Dutles,” and “The Need of a Return
to the Old-time Spirit of Cleanliness
in Social Activities.”

“Thiz 18 a rush age in which we
live,* he said in opening hiseaddress,
“and It is time that we should con-
sider who we are and what we were
sent on earth to do” Continuing, he
laid muecl stress on the necessity for
regular attendance at the different
meetings of the church, saying that
no appreciable beneflts would accrue
to the members by studying and par-
tizipating in the dlscussion of one les-
gon and then milssing one or more.
“Regularity in all the right activitles
of life,” the speaker stated further,
“lg the greatest thing in the world
for development.”

Record to Be Made,

Mention of the movement that is to
be inaugurated in the Weber stake
for the taking an individual census
of its members, with a recard of the
part each one Is taking in church
work, was made by President Sco-
ville. This is to be, he said, to fulfill
the purpose of the church, which was

In concluding his talk, the new
member of the stake presidency re-
ferrod (o the evils that are creeping
Into the amusements of the voung peo-
ple, not only in publie places, but in
the wards, and stated that he hoped
to see a return to the decorum of the
old days in the goclal life of the
stake. In this connection, he an-
nounced that on December 6, under
the auspiceg of the stake presidency,
Iigh councll and auxiliary assoclation
stake boards, that an oldtime soclal
and dancing party would be given in
the Borthana hall.

Speaking further, he said that many
good men had made sacriflces for the
benefit of humanity, and, continuing
on this theme, he reviewed the suf-
forings of the Christ during his brief
mission on earth. In his further re-
marks, the speaker told of the birth
of the Saviour as given in the bible,
of His subsequent appearance to the
people of this conlinent as related In
the Book of Mormon and later to the
Prophel Joseph Smith, according to
the history of the M+ ‘mon church. He
also spoke in detail of the restora-
tlon of the Gospel Lo the latter day
prophet, of the organization of the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latterday
Saints and of the dellvery of the
keys of the kingdom to Joseph Smith.

Theas keys, he said, were placed
with the quorum of the twelve apos-
tleg by the prophet to remain with
them for all time. Brigham Young,
he declared further, in the great work
of leading the people to the west and
estahlishing them in Utah, had but
carried out the inspired instructions
of the Prophet Joseph.

In conelusion, Elder Young referred
to the present prosperity of the peo-
ple =aying that the Mormons were
alwaye home bullders, which was in
line with the spirit of the gospel. The
church, he sald, was never In better
condition and the people were living
closer than ever to the laws of the
gospel,

Experiences In Nauvoo,

A few iInteresting remarks concern-
ing personal experiences in Nauvoo
prior to and at the time of the exodus,
by President 1. W. Shurtliff, followed
the sermon of President Young and
the remainder of the time was occu-
pled by Apostle Smith.

The apostle’s sermon was relallve
to the instructions given at the gen-
eral priesthood meeoting at the re-
ceont semi-annual conference of the
church held in Salt Lake City., He
agreed with Elder Young, he said,
that the church was in batter condl-
tion than ever before and stated that
the reaxon was because the organizi-
tlon was working beter. Continuing,
he exhorted the congregation to keep
awake to thelr dutles, saying that
faith destroving influences were al-
ways at work and that the church
members today bad to face many new
condlitions. He decried the present
day temper of public amusements,
speeifically referring to the “modern”
dance and different types of motion
pictures together with the dangers to
the young people in the places where
these types of amusements are to be
found, ‘“The church authorities mow,”
he said, “are as ever, absclutely op-
posed to “round” dancing, but inas-
much as it cannot be eliminated, It is
highly Important that It be kept with-
in the bounds of propriety.”

Speaking furtber, he ndvocated the
atlendance of parents al the parties
of the young people that they might
win back the control of their children,
which appeared to be fast becoming
lost.

In concluslon, Apostle Smith sald
that the Lord would not do anything
for man that he could do for himself
and predicted the coming of a time
when everyone would Know his duty
nnd do it.

00T BY FOREST
SERVICE

L George 1. Holman, of ‘American
Fork, recently appointed inspector in
charge of the predatory animal ex-
termmination work in Utah which 18
being conducted by the United States
biological survey, visited Ogden Sat-
urday for the purposs of conferring
with local forestry officlals and per-
fecting plans for the winter trapplog
campalgn which will be conducted on
;L:: principal Utah winter sheep ran-

Mr. Holman advised the foresters
that he had been authorized to em-
ploy twelve trappers Immediately
According to  arrangements which
have been tentatlvely made, four of
these men will begin thelr operations
on the West Degert winter ranges in
Millard, Beaver and Iron counties, two
will be assigned to Tooele county,
two Lo San Pete and Juab, two to
Carbon and Emery countles, and two
to the Trumbull mougtaln country,

north of the Grand canyon, in which
locality the major portion of the
southern Utah sheep are wintered.
This distribution of the men corre-
sponds very closely with the location
of the principal winter stock ranges,
although It ls reallzed by both Mr,
Holman and the forestry officials that
the limited number of trappers which
will ba employed s not sufficient Lo
thoroughly and systematlcally cover
all the winter ranges In the state.
The trappers engaged are all experl-
enced men, however, many of whom
have been employed for years by the
United States forest service and oth-
ers by Individual and assoclated stock-
men. It is expected, therafore, that
they will make a good showing and
should be able to destroy a sufficlent
number of coyotes, wolves and bob-
cata to more than compensate for ths
expensé incurred by tho government.
