CANADA'S GRAND

Ottawa. Out., OcL 30. Sir Charleb
Tupper, venerable Canadian states-
men, died In England today. Ho was
94 years old

From the establishment of the Do-

minion of Canada in 1SC7. in which
he played a prominent part, up to
within a few years ago, Sir Charles
Tupper was so prominent in Canadian
statesmanship that upon his retire-
ment he, like the late Lord Strath-cona- ,

was called "Canada's Grand Old
Man."

Born in Nova Scotia.
Born at Amherst, Nova Scotia, July

2, 1821, be studied mediclno at Edin-
burgh university, and attained suc-
cess in the profession In his native
Nova Scotia where ho entered poll- -

tics In 1S55 by winning a seat in the
Nova Scotia parliament as a conser-
vative. He defeated Joseph Howe,
leader of the Nova Scotia liberals.

Young Tupper made himself a pow-
er in parliament, and became promier
of Nova Scotia in 18G4. After the
formation of the confederation he be-
came minister of customs in the Sir
John Macdonald cabinet that resigned
in 1873, and was Sir John's closest
adviser in the five years during which
the conservative party was out of
power. In 1878. when Macdonald re-

turned to office. Dr. Tupper became
minister of public works. Ho created
the department of railways and ca- -
