"The telephone and delivery have

for some years played a big part in
tho city housewife's life," writes Mrs.
E. Rhinehart, "but tho old markot
basket is coming back."

"Different grocers havo told me that
the cost of delivering each order is
from eight to ten cents.

"The market-baske- t plan of buying
Ib tho cash plan aa a rule, and the
cash buyer sets many a discount over
the telephone, monthly-bil- l system of
buying:.

"Another material advantage I find
Is in buying in largo lots. Different
grocers have said to mo, T would
rather give you a discount for largo
orders than be rushed to death with
Uttlo dribs to put up and deliver."
Eve'r since I have kept house r have

bought in hundred-poun- d lots such
articles as soap, sugar, flour, salt,
lard in fifty-poun- d cans, dried fruitby the case or box, and green fruitand vegetables by tho crato or barrel

whenever it is safe todo so.
"By this plan I need buv onlv twicea year the staple goods that will keep,

and I gain materially by escaping
short weights. I buy eggs when cheap

and' keep them in water glass, and in
various other ways tako advantage ofopportunities that I could not were Ibuying by telephone.
